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PROPOSAL FOR ADDITIONAL FUNDS

The Board of Education of the Borough of Ocean Gate in the County of Ocean, New
Jersey shall raise an additional $700,000 for General Funds from taxes in the 2026-
2027 School Year over the regular school year budget to provide funding for additional
maintenance costs necessary to keep the Ocean Gate School open for the 2026-27
school year and beyond. Approval of these taxes will result in a permanent increase in
the school district's tax levy. These proposed additional expenditures are in addition
to those necessary to achieve the New Jersey Student Learning Standards.
