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O\rERYIEW

This administration action is a proposed amendment to the Ocean County District Solid
Waste Management Plan. The Solid Waste Management Act (N.J.S.A. 13:1E-1 et seq.)

requires the County to adopt such a plan, and that it be amended as required by changing
circumstances.

The original plan was adopted by the Board of Chosen Freeholders on July 17, 1979.
Certain technical amendments were proposed on July 1, 1980, and they were approved by the
Commissioner of the Department of Environmental Protection on July 31, 1980, with certain
additional modifications made on his initiative.

The Board of Chosen Freeholders has amended the County plan from time to time as

required, by changing circumstances. The most recent amendment was on April 20,2005.

The New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection has requested that the County
clanfy its County plan. The proposed administrative action set forth on the following pages has

been drafted by staff, and under the Board of Chosen Freeholders, and in conjunction with the
Solid Waste Advisory Council.

The County plan continues to have the following elements:

. Waste flow control to the extent permissible under the decision in Atlarrtic Coast
Demolition & Recycling. Inc v. Board of Chosen Freeholders of Atlantic County,
et. al., lI2F3d 652 (3dCir. 1997) ("Atlantic Coast").

o An aggressive recycling effort to recover from the community solid waste stream
all materials for which there are reuse opportunities.

o To encourage private sector recycling opportunities to reduce the solid waste
stream and recover additional materials.

. Ocean County Landfill Co.p., Inc. (OCLF), a privately owned state of the art
double composite lined landfill for the disposal of solid waste.

DESIGNATION OF A DEPART1VIENT

The Ocean County Department of Solid 'Waste Management shall continue to supervise
the implementation of the Ocean County District Solid Waste Management Plan.



RECYCLING

The County defines recycling as the recovery of materials, which would otherwise be
solid waste. Recycling is the first and most importarrt element of the Ocean County District
Solid Waste Management Plan.

The County Recycling Plan continues to have the following elements:

The County operates the Northem Recycling Center, including a materials
processing facility, large compost facility and resident recycling center.

The County operates the Southern Recycling Center, including a new recycling
transfer facility, small composting facility and resident recycling center.

Municipalities, government agencies, corlmercial enterprises, industries, etc., are
responsible for the collection of recyclables.

The County's compost program processes vegetative materials at the following
municipal sites: Dover Township, Brick Township, Manchester TowntHp, Lacey
Township, Beachwood Borough, Berkeley TowntHp, Plumsted Township and
Lakehurst Borough.

The County's Household Hazardous 'Waste Program manages more hazardous
material than arry program in New Jersey. Please refer to Appendix A.

The County's Paint Management Program is the most comprehensive in New
Jersey. Please refer to Appendix B.

The County's Recycling Revenue Sharing Program has distributed $8,000,000.00
to our municipalities since 1995.

The number of Class B, C, and D recycling facilities in the County Plan have
decreased, ild a need exists for additional facilities. Please refer to Appendix C.
The County does not designate routes to any facility, and the hours of operation for
facilities are established by their NJDEP permit.

The County's Computer Recycling Program will continue to accept computers and
computer components from homeowners.



. The County's Municipal Recycling Mini Grant Assistance Program will assist the
municipalities in implementing recycling programs in their community. Please

refer to Appendix D.

o Over the years the County has mandated a number of materials for the residential,
corlmercial and institutional sectors. Please refer to Appendix I.

The County is currently implementing a $20,500,000 capital improvement program for
our recycling facilities. The recycling facility's improvements are as follows:

The new paper sorting system will allow the residents, businesses and institutions
throughout Ocean County to mix their newsprint, mixed paper and cardboard in one collection
container. The recycling of fiber will be made easier for all sectors, and the collection of fiber
will be made easier and more cost efflective for the municipalities and private haulers. The
County encourages the private sector to construct Class B, C and D recycling facilities. The
Pinelands Commission has proposed regulations that will strictly limit recycling facilities in
the preservation area and forest district. If adopted, this proposed rule would limit the
operation of recycling facilities in one third of the land area in Ocean County. Recycling
facilities would not be permitted west of the Garden State Parkway from Beachwood to Little
Egg Harbor, except for a few sites.



RECYCLING PRO GRAM-OUTREACH EFFORTS

Outreach and education have been a vital part of Ocean County's Recycling Program
from the beginning. The education activities noted below have helped make the County's
program into the model program that it is today. The County offers various activities and
resources to educate the residents about the benefits of recycling and source reduction. This is
accomplished through the use of Ocean County's Recycling Education Center, Backyard
Composting Demonstration Site, Master Composter Training Program, Ocean County
Recycles Newsletter, Ocean County Solid Waste Management 'Website and Hotline, Ocean
County Recycles Teacher's Resource Guide on Recycling, Ocean County Recycling
Directory, and various publications and recycled content promotional items.

Ocean County Recycling Education Center - This Center opened in 2000 at the County's
Northern Recycling Center in Lakewood Township, and has enabled the County to provide
further outreach about recycling and source reduction to its residents and schools, Teachers,
students and organizations have the opportunity to listen to presentations by the County staff
on Ocean County's Recycling Program, prior to observing u tour of the County's Recyclable
Materials Processing Facility (I{PF). The Education Center also displays a scale model of the
MPF so that visitors can get a closer look at how the facility operates. The Education Center
is also used for training staff, Master Composter training, "How To" Composter classes by the
Ocean County Master Composter volunteers, Rutgers Recycling Certification Series courses,
and other environmental related events and presentations.

Ocean County Backyard Composting Demonstration Site - Since residents were very
responsive to the County's pilot backyard composting project in 1995, when the County
purchased approximately 1,500 "Earth Machine" units for interested municipalities to conduct
composting workshops, this site was developed to serve as a continuation of that project. The
County's Backyard Composting Demonstration Site opened in 2000 at the Northern Recycling
Center adjacent to the Recycling Education Center. The County built this site that displays
various home composting units and an information Kiosk to further increase awareness about
the many benefits of home composting, since it contributes to source reduction and is
excellent to use for home gardening. While constructing this site, the County was also
conscious to use recycled products such as benches, recycling containers, landscape ties,
planters and bird feeders made from recycled plastic lumber. Also, the signage welcoming
visitors to the site is made from recycled plastic lumber. The County's compost was used for
planting vegetation at the site as well. The demonstration site is open to the general public for
visiting school groups and organizations, and as part of the Ocean County Master Composter
Training Program, which also began in 2000. The County also uses the site for "How To
Compost" classes, which are taught by its Master Composter volunteers. These classes are
offered each spring and fall to interested residents, free of charge, to lear:r the basics of home
composting.



Ocean County Recycles Newsletter - The County has been producing this quarterly
newsletter since 1989, which is distributed to municipal government officials, libraries, school
officials, environmental commissions, county recycling and solid waste coordinators, Ocean
County municipal recycling coordinators, environmental agencies and clubs, hospitals,
chambers of commerce, garden clubs, campgrounds, senior groups, women's clubs, beach and
yacht clubs, local landscapers, marinas, ffid Ocean Counfy Master Gardeners and Master
Composters. The newsletter covers the activities within the County's Solid Waste
Management Program. Other related environmental activities within Ocean County are also
covered.

Ocean County Solid Waste Management Hotline: 1-800-55-RECYCLE - The County
developed this Hotline in 1995, which provides information on solid waste management
activities in Ocean County. The Hotline provides information with regard to the County's
Household Hazardous Waste Collection Program, tire and paint management, hours of
operation for the Count5i's Recycling Centers and materials accepted at the Centers, disposal
of asbestos and appliances, and the Backyard Composting Demonstration Site.

Ocean County Solid Waste Management Website The website
www.co.ocean.nj.us/recvcle was created in 1999 and offers helpful information about
programs and activities within the Counfy's Department of Solid Waste Management.
Information such as yearly recycled tonnage data for the County's 33 municipalities,
publications, mandated recycling, municipal recycling coordinators, meeting schedules, the
County's Recycling Centers and Recyclable Materials Processing Facility, Recycling
Education Center, Master Composter Training Program, Backyard Composting
Demonstration Site, Househol d Hazardous Waste Collection Program, Paint Management
Program, and other recycling programs, is accessible through the website.

Ocean County Master Composter Training Program -The County began its Master
Composter Training Program in 2000 with the opening of its Recycling Education Center and
Backyard Composting Demonstration Site. The County offers this program free of charge to
County residents familiar with gardening and composting who are interesting in becoming
trained Master Composter volunteers. The County provides twelve hours of training during a
three-day period at its Recycling Education Center and Backyard Composting Demonstration
Site. Upon completion of their training, volunteers receive a Master Composter t-shirt, a

compost bin, a composting reference book, tote bag, pitchfork, thermometer, and a name
badge that identifies them zrs an Ocean County Master Composter. As a Master Composter,
volunteers are required to complete a total of 24 hours of service and community outreach for
home composting. As part of their outreach, our volunteers have participated in teaching the
County's "How To Composf' classes that are offered each spring and fall at the Education
Center. The County decided to offer these classes in addition to the Master Composter
training for those residents who just want to learn the simple basics behind composting.
These classes run about an hour and a half. The County continues to receive a strong response



from the public for registration to these classes, and the feedback from residents who have
taken the classes has been very positive. Other outreach activities that the County's Master
Composter volunteers have participated in to support home composting are: speaking to
community groups and schools, manning exhibits at the Ocean County Fair, garden shows,

and other environmental events, as well as writing articles about composting for the Ocean

County Recycles Newsletter.

Ocean County Recycles Video & Teacher's Resource Guide to Recycling - The County
originally developed this video and guide in 1995 with education and public relation
consultants for distribution to the County's public and private schools to encourage our
schools to get more involved with recycling. Both the Ocean County Recycles Video and the
Teacher's Resource Guide were recently updated in 2003 and 2004 to reflect the marry new
activities that have been added to the County's Recycling Program. The video is for all age

groups and provides an excellent overview of the County's Recycling Prograrn, which
includes coverage of the County's Recyclable Materials Processing Facility and its recent
improvements, compost operations, the Household Hazardous Waste Collection Prograrn and
Paint Management Program, computer recycling and outreach/education efforts. The
Teacher's Guide is designed for middle elementary grades and enables educators to integrate
recycling activities into their lesson plans, focusing on the "3 R's" (Reduce, Reuse and
Recycle), while introducing both teacher and student to the environmental and economic
benefits to recycling specific to the County's Recycling Program.

Ocean County Recycling Directory - The County developed this directory in 2003 to
provide a convenient source of information for residents to refer to on recycling and solid
waste management activities in Ocean County. The Directory includes infomation on the
County's Recycling Plan, municipal recycling coordinators, mandated recycling, recycling
collection, trash disposal, recycling drop-offs, non-traditional recycling, ffid private recycling
centers. The County has 130,000 of these directories printed by the Asbury Park Press once
annually in September. The Directory is inserted as a supplement in the Press and other local
papers. Copies are also distributed to the County's Northern and Southern Recycling Centers
and the County Corurection (the County's store at the Ocean County Mall).

Publications and Promotional Items The County has other various publications
available on such topics as composting, grasscycling, Master Composter training, household
hazardous waste, and the County's MPF. These publications are available at the Recycling
Educational Center for tour groups, the Deparhnent of Solid 'Waste Management office, at
various public functions that staffand Master Composter volunteers attend, ild many of them
can also be downloaded offthe Department of Solid Waste Management website. The County
also stocks many various recycled content items such as paper and tire pens, blue jean and
money pencils, magnets, information wheels on household hazardous waste and composting,
seed packets, soy crayons and coloring books made from recycled paper, so that visitors to the
County's facilities can see how you can "close the loop" by purchasing recycled content
products.



Also, these recycled content products are available at the many outreach functions County
staff and Master Composter volunteers attend.

Listed below are various public outreach events that Ocean County Solid Waste
Management participates in during the year to educate the public how important and vital it is
to recycle. Many of these events vary during the year and are held at different locations
throughout Ocean County. Most of these events are environmentally themed and sponsored
by various non-profit orgarizations, as well as local and state organizations. We also travel to
many senior communities throughout the year.

1. Municipal Recycling Mini-Grant Assistance Program
The County's Municipal Recycling Mini-Grant Assistance Program provides support to
the municipalities to expand their existing municipal drop off center, or to build a new
recycling drop offcenter. The program requires a50Yo municipal match.

In2007, the County received nineteen proposals requesting 5267,959.07. The proposals
are evaluated by a subcommittee of the Ocean County Solid Waste Advisory Council.
The Ocean County Board of Chosen Freeholders adopted a Resolution authorizing the
funding of fourteen proposals at a cost of 8156,181.72. A list of the proposals can be
found in Appendix D. The County funds these programs with monies from the Solid
'Waste 

Services Tax and the recycling revenue sharing account.

The municipal recycling mini-grant program for the period of 2O07-2009 will result in a
projected tonnage increase of 3,000 tons.

County Tonnage Update
Since 1988 the County has monitored its municipal recycling rates with the mandatory
completion by its municipalities of a Municipal Recycling Tonnage Reporting Form. (A
copy of this form can be found in the Appendix). This form is completed on a quarterly
basis by the municipalities. The reported recycled tonnage is then recorded by the
County into a database and at year's end, the County then tabulates the recycling rate for
each municipality by using the recycled tonnage, landfilled tonnage going out of count5r,

arrd ISRVAMRA data.

In2004 the NJDEP reported the County's MSW recycled tonnage as 189,636.37 or 28
percent. In2004, the County tabulated its MSW recycled tonnage as 216,994.94 tons or
32.25 percent. This data can be found in Appendix E. For reasons of accuracy and
timeliness, the County will utilize its recycled tonnage data to assist in addressing its
solid waste management strategies for this Administrative Action. The tonnage increase
documente d is 27 .358.63 tons.

Island Beach State Park- Recycling Program
In 2006 the County placed two Igloo recycling containers at Island Beach State Park,
immediately adjacent to 3 cu. yd. dumpster container as a pilot program. The program
was successful. On April 3,2007 the County placed six additional Igloo containers at
Island Beach to receive bottles and cans. At every location the State has a dumpster for
solid waste, the County provided an Igloo. In addition, the County provided a24 cu. yd.
enclosed roll off container for cardboard. The County will empty the Igloos and the roll
offbox. The projected tonnage increase is 300 tons.

Recycling Information CamPaign
The-County is in the process of implementing a radio advertising and PSA campaign to

encourage greater participation in recycling. On Aptil 21 and22,2007, we had 56 radio

spots UooteA as part of an Eafih Day recycling campaign. The projected tonnage

increasp is 1,000 tons.

Summer Tourist CamPaign
The County contracted for an aenal advertising progra4, and it will be flown from Beach

Haven to Point Pleasant Beach once on Sunday, ffid once agarn on Monday, to remind

vacationers of the need to recycle. The program begins on July 4, 20A7 and ends on

September 3,2007. The projected tonnage increase is 2,500 tons.

Ocean County RecYcling Directory
The Ocean County Recycling Directory is a 12 page LZ"xlI" publication full of
information on recycling programs and opportunities provided by the private and public

sectors. The County has copies of the Recycling Directory inserted into the Asbt ry Park

Press, Ocean County Observer, the Beacon and the Beach Haven Times on a selected day

in September. Copies are avatTable at the County Connection at thq Ocean County Mall
and from the Cor.rnty Offices, as well as from the municipalities in Ocean County. The

County distributed 130,000 annually. For the period of 2007-2009, the projected tonnage

increase from the distribution of the recycling directories is 6,000 tons.

Counfy MPF - Dual Stream
The Ocean County MPF is being upgraded at a cost of $8,000,000. A new commingled

sorting system is being installed, allowing more material to be captured from the

commingled stream. I-n addition, a new fiber processing system will permit homeowners

and businesses to place newsprin! mixed paper and cardboard in a single container.

Participation is expected to increase, and the amount of fiber from participating

households will increase. Based on cz$e studies, fiber tonnage can be expected to

increase 30-40%. An aggressive media campaign will support the change. The projected

tonnage increase is 17,500 tons.

Shrink Wrap Recycling Program - Expansion
The County hur t""y"led shrink wrap for the past seven years.. The County has received

firnding from the New Jersey Coastal Management Program to purchase four ro11 off
containers. Four municipalities have agreed to expand the materials which can be

recycled at their recycling dtop off centers to include shrink u.rap. The New Jersey Sea

Grant Program is conducting a statewide education Program on recycling shrink wraP,

and it should help generate additional shrink wrap. The projected tonnage increase is 100

tons.

9. Ocean County Health Department - Enforcement Program
The OCHD will begin a progressive recycling enforcement program for multi-family
dwelling, business, schools and institutionsi as soon as the State adopts their proposed
recycling rules that contain a penalty matrix for generators of recyclables. The County is
hoping this occurs in the spring of 2008. The enforcement program will be similar to
Middlesex Cor:nty's, and will be phased in over a five-year period. In 2007 the Ocean
County Health Deparhent will conduct over 200 recycling inspections per their County
Environmental Health Act Agreement with NJDEP. The projected tonnage increase from
2008 to2012 is 40,000 tons.

Business to Business Workshops
The County will coordinate a series of workshops with various Chambers of Commerce
in Ocean County during the spring of 2008. The projected tonnage increase is 4,000 tons.

I Boat NJ.
The County has applied to the Departuent of Transportation for an I Boat N.J. Grant to
purchase 50 Igloos to be placed at marinas and boat launching ramps in Ocean County.
If the program receives funding, we will imFlement it in the spring of 2008. The
projected tonnage increase is 1,500 tons.

Ocean County Landfill - MPF/Transfer Station
The Ocean County Landfill MPF/Transfer Station is e4pected to be operational in the fall
of 2008. The OCLF engineer estimates the MPF will generate 31,500 tons of recyclables
annually. A copy of the letter can be found in Appendix F.

County Mandates Shrink Wrap
The County mandates the recycling of shrink wrap from marinas and boat yaxds in the
spring of 2009. The projected tonnage increase is 300 tons.

Ocean County MPF - Changes to Single Stream
The change to single stream is planned to occur in the fall of 2009. Although based on
conditions, it could happen sooner. The change will encourage participation, and each
participating household and business will recycle more material. Annual tonnage is
expected to increase 20Yo (See Appendix G). The projected tonnage increase is 20,000
tons.

The County has prepared a summary table which identifies the components of the
count5l's program to achieve a 50Yo recycling rate, including the imf'lementation schedule
of a projected tonnage increase of 159,059. The table can be found in Appendix H.

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DISPOSAL FACILITY

Ocean County Landfrll Corp., Inc. (OCLF) is an existing facility located on an
approximately 725-acre tract on Route 70 n Manchester Township. OCLF has provided for the
solid waste needs of the solid waste generated from Ocean Counfy for many yeaxs.

The Ocean County Landfill Cotp., Inc. (OCLF) currently operates under New Jersey
Department of Environmental Protection (NJDEP) Solid Waste Facility Permit No.
1518000689E1 and is located at 2498 Route 70 n Manchester Township, New Jersey. The
facility is bordered on the north by Route 70, on the east by the Toms River, and on the west
by Route 571. The facility has been an active landfill disposal facility since 1972. OCLF is
the designated disposal facility in the Ocean County Solid Waste Management Plan
(OCSWMP) and is currently the only active landfill disposal facility in Ocean County.

The current Solid Waste Facility (S!VF) Permit was amended in March 2001 to allow for
certain capacrty modifications and development of a Material Recovery Facility (MRF) for
Type 13D waste. Pursuant to the OCSWMP and its franchise, OCLF is to provide disposal
capacity for all non-recyclable waste generated in Ocean County through the year 2015. The
March 2001 capacity modification, including the approved MRF, as intended to ensure

sufficient capacity to meet the growing population and waste generation needs of the County.

Specifically, as part of an amendment dated April 20,2005, the original landfill area will
be redeveloped to accep bullry waste and construction and demotion (C&D) debris, and the
approved MRF is modified to allow its alternate dual use as a solid waste transfer station, with a
maximum capacity of 2,000 TPD. The plan amendment also permitted the MRF/Transfer
Station building footprint to be moved into the northern parts of Block 2, Lots 769 and770.

The utilization of the original landfill for bullqy waste/C&D disposal will provide for
approximately 2.5 million tons of additional disposal capacify. The alternate utilization of the
MRF as a solid waste transfer station with a design capacity of up to 2,000 TPD will provide
the ability to manage peak waste delivery periods and to preserve the additional2.5 million tons
of disposal capacity required to meet the projected shortfall.

The OCLF has submitted an application for a MPF/Transfer Station to the NJDEP, and it
is currently under review. The OCLF and the MPF/Transfer Station will have sufficient
capacity to serve the County's solid waste disposal needs for the ten year planning period.

WASTE FLOW

Historically, Ocean County has relied on the Ocean County Landfill Cotp., Lrc. facility
(OCLF) in Manchester Township for the proper disposal of all of its solid waste. Waste has

been directed to the OCLF for many years as a provision of the Ocean County District Solid
Waste Management Plan. New Jersey's system of self-zufficiency and mandatory waste flow
control was overfurned in Atlantic Coast insofar as it discriminated against interstate commerce



control was overturned in Atlantic Coast insofar as it discriminated against interstate commerce
by barring the use of out of state disposal sites. As a resulg the New Jersey Departrrent of
Environmental Protection INJDEP) required all counties to update their Dishict Solid Waste
Management Plan to the extent necessary to bring them into compliance with the decision in
Atlantic Coast.

As stated previously, Ocean County's District Solid Waste Management Plan had
directed all municipalities to dispose of solid waste at OCLF in Manchester Township.
Provisions of the court decisions prohibit the County from directing waste to OCLF when the
generator of the material wishes to dispose of it out-of-state. Therefore, the County cannot
prohibit solid waste from leaving Ocean County with an intended out-of-state disposal location.
This sets forth the County's strategy with respect to interstate waste flow.

The Atlarrtic Coast decision did not, however, invalidate that aspect of New Jersey's
waste flow control system, which regulates the intrastate flow and disposal of waste. In IAd/O
Allegations of Violations of A. Fiore & Sons. Inc.,305 N.J. Super. 192,207 (App. Div. t997)
the Appellate Court noted that the Atlantic Coast decision "did not vacate or void the New
Jersey intra-state system of solid waste disposition" and help that flow control requirements,
which affect only the intrastate flow of waste remain enforceable. With respect to arry waste
not taken out-of-state for disposal, no change was made in the waste flow provisions of the
Plan, which require delivery of such waste to the OCLF site in Manchester Township for
disposal. Retaining intrastate flow control is consistent with OCLF's entiflement to receive
such waste under its franchise. It is also a strategy retained in the post-Atlarrtic Coast District
Plan updates adopted by Monmouth County and Cape May County and approved by the
NJDEP.

In summary, the County amended its Plan on April 20,2005, and it requires that all waste
generated in Ocean County, which is not disposed of outside the state of New Jersey, to be
disposed of at OCLF. Such a mandate is consistent with the directives established in Atlantic
Coast and subsequent case law, and is also in compliance with the NJDEP regulations. The
Atlantic Coast decision only invalidated flow control regulations that burdened interstate
commerce by discriminating against out-of-state facilities. Contrary to the regulation in Atlantic
Coast. however, this strategy would not prevent haulers from disposing of solid waste at out-of-
state facilities, but would only regulate that waste which is going to be disposed at in-state
facilities.

Solid 'Waste Manaeement Plan

Introduction:

The Solid Waste Management Ac! N.J.S.A. 13:1E-1 et. seq. designates Ocean County as

a solid waste management district and requires the Board of Chosen Freeholders to prepare,
adopt and implement a plan for the proper management of solid waste generated in Ocean
County. In accordance with the Act's requirements, the Board of Chosen Freeholders has

adopted the Ocean County District Solid Waste Management Plan @istrict SWMP) which has

been certified by the Commissioner of the Department of Environmental Protection. As
required by statue, the District SWMP includes all solid waste facilities that currently or are
plarured to provide for the proper management of solid waste in Ocean County.

The Statewide Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Ac! N.J.S.A. 13:1E-99.11 et.

seq. requires the Board of Chosen Freeholders to adopt a District Recycling Plan as an
amendment to the District SWMP. In accordance with the Act's requirements, the Board of
Chosen Freeholders has adopted the Ocean Counfy Recycling Plan, which has been certified by
the Commissioner of the Deparfinent of Environmental Protection. As required by statute, the
Ocean County Recycling Plan includes all recycling facilities that cunently or are planned to
provide for the recycling of solid waste in Ocean County.

There are a number of state, municipal and county regulations and requirements that
apply specifically to solid waste facilities, recycling facilities, recycling operations and services,
composting facilities, leaf mulching sites, and similar facilities that either dispose, handle,
process, store, collect or haul solid waste or recyclable materials. The Department of
Environmental Protection has promulgated detailed and specific requirements for solid waste
facilities, such as resource recovery facilities, sanitary landfills and solid waste transfer stations.
There are other state requirements for leaf and vegetative waste composting and leaf mulching
sites.

State requirements for recycling operations and activities are less specific and generally
take the form of guidelines. Since recycling operations relate directly to the implementation of
the Ocean County District and State Solid Waste Management Plans, both the Department of
Environmental Protection and the courts have detennined that recycling facilities require an

additional level of review beyond the traditional municipal and county review of land
development applications. The Department of Environmental Protection now requires that
certain recycling facilities and operations be included in the applicable District SWMP.

Therefore, all solid waste facilities and certain recycling facilities require the approval of
the Department of Environmental Protection. [n general, the Deparfinent of Environmental



Protection will not initiate its review of proposed facilities until the facility is included in the
District SWMP. The principal goal of the Ocean County District SWMP is to manage solid
waste generated in Ocean County in an environmentally sound manner. Accordingly, Ocean
County seeks to recycle the maximum nmount of solid waste possible. In order to achieve this
goal, the Board of Chosen Freeholders is aware that there may be a need for solid waste and
recycling facilities and operations beyond that which currently exist or are presently provided
for in the District SWMP. It is importarrt to note that there is no statutory obligation for the
Board of Chosen Freeholders to include any proposed facility in the District SWMP.

The following sections speciff the information required to consider a proposed facility.
A prospective applicant should be aware that the information required by Ocean County is
consistent with the material also required by the Deparhent of Environmental Protection.

100. Purpose & Submission Requirgments

The purpose of this section is to establish procedures for considering inclusion of
proposed solid waste and recycling facilities and operations into the District SWMP. The
procedures established by the Department of Environmental Protection for the review,
pennitting and/or registration of solid waste and recycling facilities and operations require that
such facilities first be included in the District SWMP. Sections 200 through 600 set forttr the
information that any applicant, either public or private, must provide to be considered for
inclusion in the District SWMP. These requirements are in addition to, and do not supersede
arry state, municipal or county statutes or regulations that also pertain to the siting, design,
construction and/or operation of a regulated facilify.

200. Solid Waste Facilities

Solid waste facilities are defined in N.J.S.A. l3:1E-3(h). The statute includes the plants,
structures and other real and personal properly acquired, constructed or operated, including
vehicles and equipment for the collection or disposal of solid waste in a sanitary manner. The
stafute includes hansfer stations, incinerators, resource recovery facilities, sanitary landfrll
facilities or other plants collecting or disposing of solid waste. The Department of
Environmental Protection must review and approve of the location, design, construction and
operation of arry solid waste facitity. The Deparffirent of Environmental Protection will not
accept an application for review until the proposed facility is included in the Ocean County
District SWMP.

20L. Criteria for Review of Proposed Solid \ilaste Facilities

Ocean County will review applications for additional solid waste facilities for
consistency with the adopted and certified District SWMP. As a general policy, the County will
incorporate only those facilities that are determined to support the implementation of the
District SWMP. This determination will consider the application's consistency with the
following criteria:



' A. There is a demonsbated need for the proposed facllity to provide for the proper
management of solid waste generated in Ocean County.

B. The proposed facility will complement existing solid waste facilities or planned
facilities already provided for in the District SWMP.

C. The County can provide an allocation of waste flow to the proposed facility.

D. The proposed facility will not have a negative eflect on existing agreements

between the Counfy of Ocean and the Department of Environmental Protection or
any owner and/or operator of solid waste facilities or state regulated facilities and
operations.

E. The expected tipping fees, user charges or other financial charges to be imposed on
any users of the proposed facility for the receipt, storage, processing or transfer of
solid waste artd/or residue from the proposed facility are not unreasonable.

202. Criteria for Review of Proposed Sanitary Landfills for the Disposal of Tree Stumps
and Vesetative Waste

For sanitary landfills for the disposal of tree stumps and demolition debris only, the
following criteria will be considered:

A, The proposed facility is specifically associated with the reclamation of a previously
operated and lawful resource extraction site.

B. Sotid waste disposed of at the proposed facility is exclusively limited to tree
stumps, ID type 13 and lID type 23 wastes as classified by the Department of
Environmental Protection.

C. The solid waste proposed for disposal is generated only as a result of the business
activities of the owner and/or operator and that the facility shall not accept wastes
from any other hauler, business, corporation or entity.

D. The applicant can demonstrate by submission of a letter, from either the mayor or
the administrator of the municipality in which the site is located, stating that the
municipality has no objection to disposal operations at the specific site or including
any conditions the municipalrty may have for such operations.



203, Requirements for Transfer Stations. Resource Recovery Facilities. Sanitarv
Landfills. and Other Plants Collectine or Disposine of Solid Wastes

In order for a transfer station, resource recovery facility, sanitary landfill or other plant
for collecting or disposing of solid waste to be considered for inclusion in the Ocean County
District Solid Waste Management Plan, the following must be submitted to the Ocean County
Departrnent of Solid Waste Management:

A. The name, mailing address and telephone number of the owner of record of the
proposed site and certification that the owner has authorized submission of an
application for the proposed facility or operation.

B. The corporate name, address and telephone number of the operator of the proposed
facility, if different from the owner.

C. The corporate name, address and telephone number of the operator of the proposed
facility, if different from the owner.

D. A listing of all other solid waste facilities and operations and/or recycling facilities
and operations that are owned and/or operated by either the owner or operator of
the proposed facility (in whole on in part) including their specific location, a
description of all materials received, stored, processed or transferred to each
facility and operation, a description of the source or point of generation of all
materials received, stored, processed and transferred at each facility and operation
and the location of the disposal facility(s) that receive residue from each facility
and operation.

E. The street address of the proposed facility and the block(s) and lot(s) number(s)
and total acreage of all parcels comprising the proposed site.

F. A key map showing the boundary of the proposed site on a 7-ll2 mile U.S.G.S.
Quadrangle Map. This map shall delineate public access roads to the proposed
site, any streams, lakes or other surface water bodies and sensitive receptors such
as hospitals, schools, recreation areas, churches, homes, etc., within a one half mile
radius of the proposed site.

G. A tax map showing the block(s) and lot(s) numbers of the proposed site, adjoining
properties and properties within a one half mile radius of the proposed site
indicating the current land use and municipal zoning.

Three copies of a site plan, at a scale no larger than 1" : 100', which delineates the
property boundary lines, location of all buildings and equipment, boundaries of
areas proposed for the receipt, storage, processing and transfer of solid waste,
boundaries of proposed bufler areasi, access and internal roadways, traffic flow,

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identification of the direction of on-site and off-site drainage and the location of all
proposed storm water management facilities and controls.

An indication of the proposed source of potable water, process water or any other
water required for the operation of the proposed facility and the estimated quantity
of each expressed in tenns of gallons per day.

An indication of how sanitary wastewater, process water or any other water
requiring treatment will be handled at the proposed facility and the estimated
quantity of each expressed in terms of gallons per day.

A listing and description for the types and quantrty of the solid waste(s) to be
handled at the proposed facility and the estimated maximum daily and annual
capacity by weight and volume for each type.

A description of the source or point of generation of all solid waste types to be

received, stored, processed or transferred at the proposed facility.

A list of all products, end products, by-products and residue, expressed in tons per
day, resulting from the proposed activities.

Identification of the disposal facility(s) that will handle all residue from the
proposed facility.

The proposed hours and days of operation.

An indication of the means proposed to control and/or limit access to the proposed
facility, both during and after operating hours.

An indication of the design capacrty as to number and types of vehicles bringing
material to the proposed facility for receipt, storage, processing and the number
and types of vehicles transferring materials and residue from the proposed site, on
a daily basis.

A description of the provisions to handle unusual peak loadings which exceed the
daily capacity.

A certified letter from the zoning officer of the municipality in which the proposed
site is located, stating that the proposed facility is a permitted use, conditional use
and/or any special conditions that would apply under current municipal zoning or a
letter from an attorney licensed to practice law in the State of New Jersey, that the
proposed facility is exempt from zoning under State stahrte.

A listing of all municipal, county and state permits and/or other approvals required
for the proposed facility and the status of each.

U. An indication of the tipping fee, user charge or other fees that will be imposed on'any
user of the proposed facility for the receipt, storage, processing, disposal or transfer of
solid waste materials at the proposed facility.

V. Certification that the owner and/or operator will submit one copy of the

Environmental hnpact Statement, registration statement, engineering design and any
other application materials required by the New Jersey Deparfinent of Environmental
Protection to the Ocean County Departrnent of Solid Waste Management.

W. Certification that the owner and/or operator agrees to permit access to the Ocean

County Health Department and other authorized representatives to inspect the proposed
facility during reasonable hours, to ascertain compliance with applicable State statutes

and the provisions of the Ocean County District SWMP.

X. Certification that the owner and/or operator agrees to provide users of the proposed

facility and the Ocean County Department of Solid Waste Management monthly reports
summarizing the types and quantities of solid waste received, stored, processed or
transferred at the proposed facility from each hauler or municipality, including weight
receipts or other source documentation and identiffing that source or point of generation

of all solid waste types and quarrtities, in a form acceptable to the Ocean County
Department of Solid Waste Management to ensure compliance with the provisions of the
Ocean County District SWMP and the provisions ofN.J.S.A. 13:1E-1 et seq.

300. Leaf Composting Facilities. Vegetative Waste Composting Facilities and Leaf
Mulching Sites

The New Jersey Statewide Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Act, N.J.S.A
13:1E-99.21, requires that all leaves collected by a municipallty be transported to a leaf
composting facility, vegetative waste composting facility, or a recycled center approved by the
Department of Environmental Protection. The Act further requires that each district recycling
plan identify the facility to be utilized by each municipality.

Such facilities are regulated by the Department of Environmental Protection. The
Department has promulgated detailed and specific requirements for the siting, design,
construction and/or operation of leaf and vegetative waste composting facilities.

Composting permits may be obtained by municipal and county governmental bodies,
agencies and authorities, residential complexes and multiple swellings, mrsery establishments,
landscapers, farms, educational and other institutions and industries that have a need for
disposing leaves and other vegetative material. The Departrnent of Environmental Protection
issues several permits for leaf composting facilities and vegetative waste composting facilities
dependent on the type and volume of wastes proposed for composting. The general permit
requirements for leaf composting facilities and vegetative waste composting facilities are set

forth in N.J.A.C.7:26-2.4. Certain leaf composting facilities and vegetative waste composting
facilities are exempt from the general permit requirements set forth in N.J.A.C.7:26-2.4, but
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non€theless must be included in the Ocean County District Solid Waste Management Plan. See

N.J.A.C. 7:26-1.7(d, 1.1 1 and 1.I2.

301. Criteria for Review of Proposed Leaf Composting and Vesetative Waste
Composfing X'acilifies

Any facility application submitted to the Department of Environmental Protection must

include documentation from the Ocean County Departrnent of Solid Waste that the facility is
included in, or consistent with, the District Solid Waste Management Plan. As a general policy,
the County encourages leaf composting and vegetative waste composting facilities as a means

to further reduce the solid waste stream and ensure compliance with N.J.S.A. l3:lE-99.2I. In
order to be included in the District SWMP, applications will be required to demonstrate

consistency with the following criteria:

A. The waste intended for composting consists either exclusively of leaves or leaves

in combination with other permitted type ID 23 wastes.

B. The proposed design and operation of the facility will ensure achieving the
conditions necessary to perrrit efficient and effective composting activity.

C. There is a demonstrated need for the proposed facility.

D. The proposed facility will complement existing facilities or facilities already
provided for in the District SWMP.

E. The proposed facility is consistent with the planning and land development
programs of the municipality in which it is located.

302. Subrpissipn Requirements for Proposed Leaf composting and vegetative waste
Composting Facilifies

A leaf composting facitity is defined in N.J.S.A. 13:IE-99-I2 as a solid waste facility
which is designed and operated solely for the purpose of composting leaves. A vegetative
waste composting facility is defined as a solid waste facility which is designed and operated for
the purpose of composting leaves, either exclusively or in combination with other vegetative
wastes authorized by the Department of Environmental Protection. Other vegetative wastes

authorrzed by the Deparhnent are classified ID 23 and are typically grass clippings, garden

waste and chipped wood waste from tree branches and/or brush. It does not include di4y and/or
mixed vegetative material, wood waste, lumber and construction or demolition waste.

In order to have a leaf composting or vegetative waste composting facility considered for
inclusion in the Ocean County District Solid Waste Management Plan, the following must be

submitted to the Ocean County Deparbnent of Solid Waste Management.

This map shall delineate public access roads to the
proposed site, any streams, leaks or other surface water bodies and sensitive
receptors such as hospitals, schools, recreation areas, churches, homes, etc. within a
one half mile radius of the proposed site.

A tax map showing the block(s) and lo(s) of the site, adjoining properties and
properties within a one half mile radius of the proposed site indicating the curent
land use and municipal zoning.

Three copies of a site plan, at a scale no larger than l":100', which delineates the
propedy boundary lines, location of all building, boundaries of the proposed
composting area, boundaries of proposed bufler areas, boundaries of proposed
composting staging and storage areuls, access and internal roadways, traffic flow,
identification of the direction of on-site drainage and any proposed storm water
management controls.

G. A listing and description of the types and quantity of the vegetative waste(s) to be

handled by the proposed facility and the estimated maximum annual capacity by
weight and volume for each type.

H. A description of the source or point of generation of all leaves and vegetative wastes
to be received, stored, processed and transferred at the proposed facility.

I. The proposed hours and dates of operation.

J. A description of the staging steps relating to anticipated delivery rates defining the
number of trucks daily, hourly, and peak hourly in volume and weight of waste
brought on-site and storage procedures prior to the formation of the windows.

K. A description of how the finished compost product will be used.

L. A certified letter from the zoning officer of the municipality in which the proposed
site is located, stating that the proposed facility is a permitted use, conditional use

and/or special conditions that would apply under current municipal zoning.

M. A listing of all municipal, County and State permits and/or other approvals required
for the proposed facility and the status of each.

N. Certification that the owner and/or operator will submit one copy of the permit
application and supporting material required by the New Jersey Deparlment of

O. An indication of the tipping fee, user charge or other fees that will be imposed on any

user of the proposed facilitY.

P. Certification that the owner and/or operator agrees to permit access by the Ocean

County Health Deparbnent and other authorized representatives to inspect the

proposed facility during reasonable hours, to ascertain compliance with applicable
State statues and the provisions of the Ocean County District SWMP.

a. Certification that the owner and./or operator agrees to provide the Ocean County
Department of Solid Waste Management, in a form acceptable to the Deparfrnent, a
quarterly report summarizing the total volume of material accepted at the facility.

400. Leaf Mulchine Sites on Farmland

Leaf mulching on agricultural lands is permitted by N.J.A.C. 7:26-I.12. Leaf mulching
sites must be registered with the Ocean County Department of Solid Waste Management for
inclusion in the District SWMP.

401. Criteria for Review of Proposed Leaf Mulchine Sites on Farmland

As a general policy, the County encourages leaf mulching sites that are designed and

operated in accordance with State regulations.

402. Submission Requirements for Proposed Leaf Mulching Sites on Farmland

In order for a farrrer to have a farm site registered for inclusion in the District SWMP,
the following is required:

A. Submission of a letter by the owner and/or operator of the farmland requesting
inclusion of the site.

B. The mailing address of the owner of record of the property proposed as a leaf
mulching site.
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C. The street address of the farm, acreage and the block(s) and lot(s) number(s) of the
proposed site.

D. A key map showing the location of the proposed site.

E. Submission of proof that the farmland is qualified for farmland assessment pursuant
to N.J.S.A.54:4-23.5.

F. Submission of a letter from either the mayor or the administrator of the municipality
in which the site is located stating that the municipalrty has no objection to leaf
mulching operations at the specific site, or including any conditions the municipalrty
may have for such operations.

G. A statement that the Ocean County Health Deparhent is grarrted periodic and
reasonable access to the site to inspect site conditions or operations.

H. A statement that the owner and/or operator agrees to operate the proposed leaf
mulching site in accordance with the following State rules and operating procedures:

1. Leaves accepted shall not be stockpiled for more than seven (7) d"ys and within
that period, shall be spread to a depth not to exceed six (6) inches, approximately
800 cubic yards per acre.

2. Leaves must be incorporated into the soil prior to the next tillage season (by th"
coming spring).

I. Certification that the owner and/or operator agrees to provide the Ocean County
Deparbnent of Solid Waste Management in a form acceptable to the Departrnent, a
quarterly report summarizing the total volume of material accepted at the facility.

500. Recvcline Centers and Recvcline Facilities

Recycling centers are defined in N.J.S.A. 13:1E-99.12 as any facility designed and
operated solely for receiving, storing, processing and transferring source separated,
nonputrescible or source separated commingled nonputescible metal, glass, paper, plastic
containers and comrgated and other cardboard, or other recyclable materials approved by the
Department of Environmental Protection. Recycling centers consistent with this definition are
exempt from State requirements to obtain a registration statement, engineering design approval or
approval of an environmental and health impact statement prior to the commencement of
operations, pursuant to N.J. SA. I 3 : I E-99 3 a@).
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Any recycling center that receives, stores, processes or transfers any waste material, other

than those materials listed above must receive prior approval from the Department of
Environmental Protection pursuant to N.J.S.A- 13:18-99.34@). These include recycling centers

which accept source separated tires, wood waste or construction demolition debris.

The Department of Environmental Protection, Office of Recycling, has established

procedures and guidelines/criteria for the review of regulated recycling centers. These may be

obtained from:

The Department's guidelines/criteria require submission of evidence of inclusion of all
recycling facilities in the District SWMP or a description of the steps which the owner has taken

to have the facility included in the District SWMP. It is not necessary to include in the District
SWMP a "recycling center" that is used solely for recycling drop-off at residential complexes or

shopping centers if that site is not open to other haulers or to the general public.

501. Criteria for the Review of Proposed Recvcling Centers & Recvclins Facilities

The County encourages recycling facilities and operations, both public and private, as a

means of achieving the municipal recycling targets mandated by N.J.S.A. 13: lE-99.23(4) and the

statewide goal of recycling 60 percent of the total solid waste stream. As a general policy, the

County will incorporate those recycling facilities and operations that are determined to support

those objectives. This determination will be made based upon a review of the application's
consistency with the following criteria:

A. The proposed facility will complement existing recycling facilities or operations, or
planned recycling facilities or operations already provided for in the District SWMP.

B. The proposed facility wilt not have a negative ef[ect on existing agreements between

the County of Ocean and any other owner and/or operator ofrecycling facilities and

operations.

C. The expected tipping fees, user charges or other financial charges to be imposed on any

users of the proposed facilify for the receip, storage, processing or transfer or
recyclable materials from the proposed facility are not unreasonable.

D. The proposed facility is consistent with the planning and land development programs

of the municipality in which it is located.
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E. The proposed design and operation of the facility will ensure the conditions necessary
to permit the efficient recycling of the materials to be accepted at the facility.

502. Submission Requirements for Proposed Recyclins Centers & Recvcling

In order to have a recycling center considered for inclusion in the Ocean County District
Solid Waste Management Plan, the following must be submitted to the Ocean County
Department of Solid Waste Management:

A. The corporate name, address and telephone number ofthe owner of the proposed
faciliw.

B. The corporate name, address and telephone number of the operator of the proposed
facility, if different than the owner.

C. A listing of all other solid waste facilities and operations and/or recycling facilities and
operations that are owned and/or operated by either the owner of operator of the
proposed facility, in whole or in part, including their specific location, a description of
all materials received, stored, processed or transferred at each facility and operation, a

description of the source orpoint of generation of all materials received stored
processed and transferred at each facility and operation, and the location of the
disposal facility(s) that receive residue from each facility and operation.

D. The street address of the proposed facility and the block(s) and lot(s) number(s) of the
proposed site.

E. A key map showing the boundary of the proposed site plotted on a 7-I/2 minute
U.S.G.S. Quadrangle map. This map shall delineate public access roads to the
proposed site, any streams, lakes or other surface water bodies and sensitive receptors
such as hospitals, schools, recreation areas, churches, homes, etc. within a one half
mile radius of the proposed site.

F. A tax map showing the lot(s) and block(s) of the site and adjoining properties
indicating the current land use and zoning.

G. A listing of the recyclable materials to be received, stored, processed or transferred a
the proposed facility.

H. The amount of each recyclable material, expressed in tons per day, which is to be
received, stored, processed or transferred at the proposed facility.

I. A description of the source of point of generation of all recyclable materials to be
received, stored, processed or transfened at the proposed facility.
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J. A listing of all proposed end uses for the recycled materials, including the name,
address and telephone number of all markets for the recyclable materials received
stored, processed or transfened atthe proposed facility.

A list of all products, end products, by-products and residue, expressed tons per day,
resulting from the proposed activities.

Identification of the disposal facility that will handle all residue from the proposed
facility.

M. The proposed hours and days of operation.

N. Three copies of a site plan, at a scale no larger than 1":100', which plots the location
of all equipment, buildings, activities and arezn related to the receipt, storage,
processing and transfer of all materials resulting from the proposed activities. The site
plan shall also indicate the routing of vehicles between the proposed facility and all
nearby roadways to the proposed site.

O. An indication of the design capacity as to number and types of vehicles bringing
material to the proposed facility for receipt, storage or processing and the number and
types of vehicles hansferring processed materials and residue from the proposed site,
on a daily basis.

P. A description of the provisions to handle unusual peak loading which exceed the
planned daily capacity.

a. A certified leffer from the zoning officer of the municipality in which the proposed site
is located, stating that the proposed facility is a permitted use, conditional use and/or
any special conditions that would apply under current municipal zoning.

R. A listing of all municipal, County and State permits and/or other approvals required for
the proposed facility and the status of each.

S. An indication ofthe tipping fee, user charge or other fees that will be imposed on any
user of the proposed facility for the receipt, storage, processing and transfer of
recyclable matefials at the proposed facility.

T. An indication of how sanitary wastewater, process water or any other water requiring
treafinent will be handled at the proposed facility.

of Solid Waste Management to ensure compliance with the municipal recycling targets
established by the Ocean County Recycling Plan and the provisions of the N.J.S.A.
l3:lB-9.11 et seq.

W. Certification that the owner and/or operator will submit one copy of the permit
application and supporting material required by the New Jersey Departrnent of
Environmental Protection to the Ocean County Department of Solid 'Waste

Management.

600. Submission & Approval Procedures

All proposals to include solid waste and recycling facilities in the Ocean County District
Solid Waste Management Plan shall be submitted to:

The following procedures shall be utilized by the County of Ocean in the review of and
approval of applications for inclusion of proposed solid waste and recycling facilities in the
District SWMP.

601. Review by the Department of Solid Waste Management for Proposed Facilities

A. Atl applicarrts for proposed facilities must submit the information and other
supporting material required by the District SWMP for the type of facility proposed
for inclusion in the District SWMP. No formal review of the proposed facility witl
commence until the application is detennined to be complete. The County
Department of Solid Waste Management shall make the determination of
completeness and may waive any of the submission requirements that are determined
to be unnecessary for the review of the application. The County's Deparhnent of
Solid Waste Management shall review each initial application for completeness and
notiff the applicant in writing of any additional material required to initiate formal
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review, or that the application is complete for review. Upon a determination that the
application is complete for review, the County Deparhent of Solid Waste
Management shall prepare a report to determine the consistency of the proposed
facility with the policies of the adopted and certified Ocean County District SWMP.
The report shall indicate if the proposed facility is consistent, inconsistent, or any
conditions or modifications required to make the proposed facility consistent with the
District SWMP. Prior to formal submission of the report to the Board of Chosen
Freeholders, the Department of Solid Waste Management shall consult with the Ocean
County Solid Waste Advisory Council as required by N.J.S.A. 13: lE-23(a).

B. The County Department of Solid Waste Management shall review an application for
a leaf mulching site on fannland and upon determination that the applicant has met the
submission requirements, notiff the applicant, by certified letter, that the site is
registered for inclusion in the District SWMP. The letter will also include any
conditions required for operation. The owner andlor operator may begin accepting
leaves immediately upon receipt of the letter from the County Department of Solid
Waste Management. Failure to meet the conditions established or correct deficiencies
identified by inspection of the site by the Ocean County Health Department shall
result in revocation of registration of the site for leaf mulching operations. The
County will include all registered leaf mulching sites in the next appropriate
amendment to the District SWMP, providing the applicant has designed and operated
the site in accordance with conditions established for the site.

602. Review & Consideration bv the Board of Chosen Freeholders

The Ocean County Board of Chosen Freeholders shall consider all proposals to amend
the District SWMP consistent with the provisions of N.J.S.A. 13:lE-23. The Board of Chosen
Freeholders shall not formally consider a proposal to include solid waste or recycling facilities
in the District SWMP until it has consulted with the County Solid'Waste Advisory Council.

Upon consideration of the report prepared by the County Department of Solid Waste
Management, the application for the proposed facility and any recoillmendation of the Solid
Waste Advisory Council, the Board of Chosen Freeholders shall adopt a Resolution authonzing
the Department of Solid Waste Management to prepare an Amendment to the District SWMP
for the proposed facility(s), or stating its intent not to propose an Amendment for the proposed
facility(s).

603. Formal Proposal to Amend the District SWMP to Include Proposed Facilities

A. If the Board of Chosen Freeholders determines to propose an Amendment to the
District SWMP to include the proposed facility(s), the Department of Solid Waste
Management shall prepare the appropriate D&p, plan and report containing the
proposed Amendment which shall be sent by certified mail to the mayor of each
municipality within the County.
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B. The Board of Chosen Freeholders shall schedule a public hearing on the proposed
Amendment to solicit public comment from persons interested in, or who would be

afiFected by, the adoption of the proposed Amendment to the District SWMP. The
public hearing shall be scheduled in accordance with the procedures set forth in
N.J.S.A. l3:IE-23(d) and conducted in accordance with the procedures set forth in
N.J.S.A. I3:rE-23(e).

C. At the conclusion of the public hearing and any period provided for written
comments to the hearing record, the Board of Chosen Freeholders shall, by
Resolution, adopt or reject, in whole or in part, the proposed Amendment to the
District SWMP. Notice of this action shall be in compliance with the requirements
of N.J.S.A. l3:IE-23(e) and N.J.S.A. l3:lE-23(g) and (h).

603.4 Timeframes for a Formal Proposal to Amend the District S'WMP to fnclude New
Facilities

An application that is submitted to the County for a significant facility, including a

sanitary landfill or transfer station, to be included into the Ocean County District Solid Waste
Management Plan, will be reviewed by the Deparhnent of Solid Waste Management @SWM)
within thirb' (30) days for completeness. Once an applicant has a complete application, the
DSWM shall have sixty (60) days to prepare a report for submission to the Board of Chosen
Freeholders (Board) to determine the consistency of the proposed facility with the policies of
the adopted and certified Ocean County District So1id Waste Management Plan. The Ocean
County Solid Waste Advisory Council shall be consulted during this period of time. The
Board, within thirly (30) days of receipt of the report prepared by the DSWM, shall adopt a

resolution authorizing the DSWM to prepare an Amendment to the District Solid Waste
Management Plan for the proposed facility(s), or state its intent not to propose an Amendment
for the proposed facility(s). If an Amendment is recommended, within sixty (60) days, the
DSWM shall prepare an Amendment and commence the public comment period.

The Board shall conduct the public hearing within the comment period and accept written
comments until the end of the comment period. Following the conclusion of the public
comment period, the DSWM shall prepare a response document regarding comments made at
the public hearing and issues raised from correspondence received during the public comment
period within thiffy (30) days and transmit same to the Board for their consideration. The
Board shall have sixty (60) days to review the report and adopt a Resolution concerning the
Amendment.

604. Expe4ited Plan Inclusion

This section establishes and describes an expedited arrangement for inclusion in the
County Plan of vegetative waste compost facilities and recycling centers.
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.. An application for such a facility or a center must be submitted to the County at the
address listed in Section 600. The application must contain the information required under
Subsections302 and/or 502 of thts document.

The applicant must submit written documentation that all applicable local approvals and
permits have been secured.

When the application is found to be complete, the Counfy will advise the applicant to
publish two notices of the proposed application, one each week for two consecutive weeks, in
a newspaper of general circulation with the host municipality. The notice shall set forth:

1. The nature of the project;
Z. The block and lot numbers of the site location;
3. The generally recognlzed address of the site;
4. The location of the depositories (which in all cases shall be the municipal building

and the County Department of Solid Waste Management) for inspection of the
complete application and supporting documents; and

5. A statement that written documents on the proposed application will be accepted
by the County Department of Solid Waste Management for a period of 30 days
from the date of the first notice.

A sample notice may be found in Appendix II of this document.

The applicant must also notify by certified, retum receipt mail, all properly owners within
200 feet of the properfy proposed for use for the facility or the center. The applicant must
forward a copy of the notice to the municipal clerk of the host municipality and of contiguous
municipalities, and to the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection, Office of
Recycling, upon its publication.

If no substantive objections are presented, the County ffi&y, by a resolution of the Board
of Chosen Freeholders, include the proposed facility in the Plan.

If a substantive objection is received, then a public hearing will be held by the Solid
.Waste 

Advisory Council for the County. Notice of the hearing must be published by the
applicant in the same manner as the frst notice. Thereafter, upon receiving the
recorlmendation of the Solid Waste Advisory Council, the Board may by resolution, reject or
adopt, in whole or in part, with or without change, Solid Waste Advisory Council's
recofirmendation concerning proposed inclusion ofthe proposed facility in the County Plan.

The applicant and the DEP will be properly notified of the action of the Board.

Inclusion in the Plan does not relieve the applicant from any obligation to secure from the
DEP, or the Pinelands Commission, any permits or other required approvals.
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604.A Timeframes for Expedited Plan Inclusion

An application that is submitted to have a proposed Class A, B, C or D recycling facility
included into ttre Ocean County Distict Solid Waste Management Plan pursuant to the
expedited plan inclusion procedures, will be reviewed by the DSWM within thirqy (30) days
for completeness. Once an applicant has a complete application, they will be notified to
conduct their public notice requirements. If a public hearing is not required, the Ocean
County Solid Waste Advisory Council will make a recorlmendation at their next meeting
following the conclusion of the public comment period to the Board. If a public hearing is
required, the County will only schedule one presentation and public hearing on plan inclusion
per Solid Waste Advisory Council meeting. Should there be more than one application under
review, special meetings will be scheduled to separately hear the proposals. The County will
schedule the public hearing for the next regularly scheduled meeting after the conclusion of
the public cornment period.

The Solid Waste Advisory Council will then review the transcripts and hearing record.
Since the Solid Waste Advisory Council meets every other month, they will take formal action
at their next meeting to make a recorrmendation to the Board. Once the Solid Waste
Advisory Council makes a recommendation, a report and resolution are prepared and sent to
the Board for their action within thirty (30) days of the recommendation. The Board will take
action on the recommendation at their next regularly scheduled meeting.

700, Repeal of Previous Amendment Procedures & Requirements

All previous amendment procedures and requirements established by the Board of
Chosen Freeholders in the District SWMP andlor the Ocean County Recycling Plan are
hereby repealed, and the procedures established hereof shall supersede any nonstatutory
amendment procedures.

800. Validitv

Fees shall be charged for the review of all applications for solid waste and recycling
facilities to be included in the Ocean County District SWMP. Said fees shall be used by the
County to defray all engineering, legal, environmental and other administrative review costs
incurred by the County during the review of the application. Application fees shall be in
accordance with the fee schedule established by Resolution of the Board of Chosen Freeholders.
Said fee schedule shall establish a range of fees for different types of solid waste and recycling
facilities and shall reflect reasonable costs incurred by the County of Ocean for the review of
proposed facilities. Said monies shall be held in trust by the Cotrnty. In the event the fees
incurred by the County do not exceed the application fee paid by the applican! the County shall
return the unspent balance of the fee. The maximum fee charged for review shall not exceed
$5,000.00 unless such limit shall be revised by Resolution of the Board of Chosen Freeholders.
Fees shall not be charged for applications submitted by state, county and municipal
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gL':./einments and churches, hospitals and secular nonprofit institutions. Affieation fees shall
not be refunded if the application is disapproved or if the application is withdrawn by the
applicant.

Plan require the submittal of an Application Fee, except as exempted herein. Fees shall be

calculated based on the total of a minimum nonrefundable amount, and an amount to be

determined based on the County's utilization of outside consultants during the application
process.

The maximum application fee charged shall not exceed $5,000.00 unless such limit shall
be revised by Resolution of the Board of Chosen Freeholders. If costs exceed the original
submitted fee, the applicant will be notified of the need to remit additional monies.

Fees shall not be charged for the review of applications submitted by county and
municipal govemments and churches, hospitals and secular nonprofit instifutions. The
Board of Chosen Freeholders reserves the right to waive fees on a case by case basis.

The applicant shall make payment by check or money order, made payable to the
Treasurer, Count5r of Ocean. Application fees shall not be refunded if the application is
disapproved or if the application is withdrawn by the applicant.

Any requests for revisions to the cniginal application after approval will require the
submittal of a new fee.

All monies collected from the application fees will be held in trust until such time as the
process is complete. At this time, a determination will be made on any costs exceeding
the nonrefundable amount and not exceeding remitted fees. If it is determined that
review costs were less than the fee submitted. the difference will be refunded to the
applicant.
