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The Partnership is an ongoing effort undertaken by the County CIACC to better integrate local schools with DYFS and children’s mental health services. Key liaisons have been appointed in each school district and school building, both local DYFS offices and community behavioral health agencies to participate in this project.


These liaisons are invited to monthly trainings, and are asked to serve as a resource to their school or organization regarding how to access and coordinate with the other systems.

Liaisons receive ongoing training and information on:

· How to identify and report child abuse and neglect to DYFS

· Suicide awareness and prevention

· Crisis and suicide intervention

· Services for children and youth with behavioral challenges

· Education for homeless and displaced students

· School registration for children in out-of-home placements

· Other community resources for students and families (i.e. juvenile justice, substance abuse treatment, domestic violence services, welfare services)
