What is WIA? Workforce Investment Boards
(WIBs) were created to meet the needs of the

nation’s businesses and job seekers through Federal
Legislation entitled the Workforce Investment Act of
1998 (WIA).  WIBs are responsible for implementing a
local plan that establishes an effective service delivery
system to meet the needs of the local workforce.  The
WIA legislation can be accessed at www.usworkforce.org.

What’ s a One Stop Career Center? One
of the major accomplishments of the WIB is the

development of the One Stop Career Center.  The One
Stop Career Center is a physical location where the public,
including  local  businesses   can   access  a  variety  of  key  services
for their workforce development needs.  In Ocean
County, our One Stop Career Center has been
received with praise due to it’s extensive partnerships
with service providers throughout Ocean County as
well as the accessible location of the Center at 1959
Rt. 9 in Toms River & 1027 Hooper A ve Building 6
in Toms River .

What is the Adult Literacy Lab? The
Ocean County Adult Literacy Lab is located at

the One Stop Career Center.  The Lab is open to the
public for information regarding every aspect of
Literacy.  Individuals may have skills assessments
done and meet with a counselor to develop a literacy
plan.  An extensive network of service providers can be
accessed through the Literacy Lab.  The Lab also
houses public access computers for individuals to utilize
self paced literacy software and the NJN Literacy Program.

What is a One Stop Access Site? In 1998,
the OCWIB was instrumental in establishing a

One Stop Computer Access system throughout Ocean
County.  Each location is equipped with a public access
computer that is connected to the internet and the
Workforce New Jersey Public Information Network
(www.wnjpin.com).  The concept of the Access site is
to allow internet access for workforce related activities.  

For example, a business can access a computer to
post employment opportunities, review resumes, research
information on State employee training programs while a job
seeker can search for job postings and vocational train-
ing.

History T id-Bit

The idea of a national institution to represent the unified interests of U.S. business first took
shape when President Howard Taft, in a speech before Congress on December 7, 1911,
addressed the need for a "central organization in touch with associations and chambers of
commerce throughout the country and able to keep purely American interests in a closer
touch with different phases of commercial affairs." 

Four months later, on April 12, 1912, President Taft's vision became a reality when a group
of 700 delegates from various commercial and trade organizations came together to create
a unified body of business interest that today is the U.S. Chamber of Commerce. 

More than 90 years later, the Chamber has grown from an initial membership of 878 to
more than 3 million businesses, nearly 3,000 state and local chambers, 830 associations,
and 97 American Chambers of Commerce abroad. 

The New Jersey Chamber of Commerce was created in 1911.  Thomas Edison and other
business leaders signed the original charter of the New Jersey Chamber of Commerce.

History T id-Bit

In 1905 a Chicago lawyer, Paul P. Harris, conceptualized a club that would kindle
fellowship among members of the business community. Harris held the first meeting of
the world's first Rotary club. As they continued to meet, adding others to the group, they
rotated their meetings among the members' places of business, hence the name. By
the end of 1905, the club had 30 members. By 1921 the organization was represented
on every continent, and the name Rotary International was adopted in 1922.

History T id-Bit

In 1915, Allen S. Browne, a professional organizer for fraternal groups, had the
idea for a new kind of club and began recruiting business and professional men
in Detroit, Michigan. Joe Prance, a merchant tailor, was the first to sign up and
became "the first Kiwanian." Browne's proposed name for the group, the
Benevolent Order Brothers, was rejected, however. As one member commented,
"Who wants to belong to an organization called BOB?" A committee consulted
with a local historian, who told them about a phrase in the local American Indian
language: Nunc Kee-wanis, which means, approximately, "We get together" or
"We trade." The club adopted an abbreviated version of that phrase, Kiwanis.

A closed beach will not be reopened until it meets the strict testing stan-

dards. This usually happens within a day or so as most of these closing events are transient.
