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Automatic Disqualifiers for Employment
As part of the Background Investigation and Hiring Process for The Ocean County Sheriff’s Office, there are certain automatic disqualifiers that will result in an applicant’s termination from the hiring process. The list of automatic disqualifiers are as follows:
1. If you were ever convicted of an indictable offense or are presently under an indictment 

2. A conviction of any offense involving Domestic Violence

3. If you have been convicted of two (2) or more offenses of driving while intoxicated, as defined under N.J.S.A. 39:4-50 or were convicted of driving while intoxicated as defined under N.J.S.A. 39:4-50 within the last five (5) years.
4. If you are currently on probation or have ever been on probation at any time within the last twelve (12) months in this State or any other State.

5. If you are currently subject to a final, Domestic Violence restraining order.

6. If your driving privilege is currently revoked or suspended in New Jersey or any other State. This does not include an administrative medical suspension.

7. If you have ever renounced your United States citizenship.
8. If you were ever terminated or asked to resign from a public office, position, or government employment for misconduct involving such public office, position, or employment.
9. If you within the past ten (10) years, have possessed or used any illegal drug or drugs, including anabolic steroids, other than those prescribed or provided to you by a physician or purchased over the counter.
10. If you have ever sold or distributed any illegal drug in your life.
11. If you have ever manufactured any illegal drug in your life.
12. If your driving privileges have been revoked or suspended in any state more than three (3) times. This does not include an administrative medical suspension.

N.J.S. 2C: 28-3b
Unsworn falsification to authorities 

A person commits a disorderly persons offense if, with the purpose to mislead a public servant in performing his function, he: Makes any written false statement which he does not believe to be true
N.J.S. 2C: 28-7
Tampering with public records or information 

A person commits an offense if he: Knowingly makes a false entry in, or false alteration of, any record, document or thing belonging to, or received or kept by, the government for information or record, or required by law to be kept by others for information of the government
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
