WHEREAS the Ocean County Department of Parks and Recreation has received notice from the New Jersey Historic Trust regarding the 2009 Historic Site Management Grant; and 

WHEREAS the New Jersey Historic Trust is a nonprofit historic preservation organization created to preserve and protect New Jersey’s historic resources; and

WHEREAS purpose of the historic preservation grants program is to provide for repairs or restoration of landmarks that embody our heritage; and 

WHEREAS preservation of these landmarks contributes greatly to the overall well-being and quality of life for residents of New Jersey; and

WHEREAS Cedar Bridge Tavern, acquired by the County in 2007, is a rare historic landmark built over 225 years ago and is possibly the site of the last documented land battle of the American Revolution; and

WHEREAS the County is desirous of applying for the 2009 Historic Site Management Grant for the purpose of protecting, rehabilitating and preserving the Cedar Bridge Tavern for future generations to enjoy; and

WHEREAS requested funds from the 2009 Historic Site Management Grant shall be in the amount of $49,500 with a required in-kind match in the amount of $16,500.00; and

WHEREAS funding is currently available for the in-kind match amount of $16,500.00 in Ordinance #2003-11

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the BOARD OF CHOSEN FREEHOLDERS of the COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, that the Freeholder Director and Clerk of the Board are hereby authorized and directed to execute the above said grant application on behalf of the Ocean County Department of Parks and Recreation.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Freeholder Director and Clerk of the Board are hereby authorized and directed to execute any necessary subsequent related documents.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that certified copies of this Resolution shall be made available to the County Auditor, County Department of Finance, Ocean County Department of Parks and Recreation, and the New Jersey Historic Trust.
