DIRECTOR CREA: "Thank you. I'd like to turn it over to Commissioner Haines for comment."

COMMISSIONER HAINES: "Thank you Ms. Director. As you can see up there all the green, that is all land that has
been acquired. That’s Good Luck Point. What we’ve had through the years, we’ve been acquiring more and more.
There are some of the places that we won’t get because there’s homes there. But this particular piece is in the yellow
and it’s Good Luck Point, Berkeley Township.

Itis a 0.73 acre and it is adjacent to Ocean County’s various Good Luck Point property preserves. The county has
been targeting this area for acquisition. The county has also been involved in repairing the bulkheads and living
shorelines which is very, very important for our shore to assist with the environmental sustainability of the area. The
property is located directly off of Dorrance Drive and the owner, as was stated, accepted our negotiated offer of
$247,000.00.

I just want to give some few points on it. Good Luck Point in Berkeley Township is a priority target acquisition area
for the Natural Lands Trust Fund. Since the start of the program in 1998, the Natural Lands Trust Fund has
preserved 23 properties in the target acquisition area totaling approximately 724 acres of land. Throughout various
properties in the area, Ocean County Natural Lands Trust Fund has received funding from Blue Acres to assist with
the purchasing of these properties. Notable partners in this area include the Trust for Public Land who assisted with
preserving nearly 210 acres of this area.

Throughout the entirety of Good Luck Point, the Natural Lands Trust Fund has expended $9,029,900.00 in acquiring
the areas of Good Luck Point.

South of Good Luck Point, the Natural Lands Trust Fund has an adjoining piece of land named Potters Creek which
was acquired by the Natural Lands Trust Fund in 2006 for a total acquisition price of $5,200,000.00.

And as I said all of that green there is all land that has been preserved. And as I said earlier in this, it is very
important that we preserve our shoreline because a lot of the areas you go along, especially Cattus Island, there is a
lot of areas that are just environmentally, it needs to have...it’s falling down in areas and there are a lot of trees that
are coming down along. ..if you go along the shoreline there to see it. So it’s very important that we try to preserve the
shorelines and to make sure that the properties are going to continue to stay there. So we have work being done on the
shorelines that we have.

And as you all know, Ocean County has a lot of shoreline around it. Most or the whole way down the east coast, all
of Ocean County is on the water. And of course inland, on the bay, and of course when you go to some of the other
areas with a lot of people are on the water so it’s just very important that we preserve and we make sure that our
shorelines are going to be protected. Thank you.”

At 4:14 PM, Director Crea received the following comments from members of the Board:

COMMISSIONER CREA: "Ok, Commissioners Comments. First I’'m going to go to Commissioner Kelly.”
COMMISSIONER KELLY: "No comments.”

And if you get an opportunity because one of the ones
that we have done is Little Egg Harbor. Down in Little Egg Harbor if you go to Freedom Fields and it is a
magnificent playground that they’ve done for everybody. As I said, it’s all inclusive. So we’re just very excited that
we were able to do that this year.

The other thing | want to mention is about we received a cash donation from Ducks Unlimited. I think many of you
know about Ducks Unlimited and that they had donated a little over $31,000.00 for the use by the Parks and
Recreation Department to restore the living shoreline of Cattus Island Park which I had talked about earlier the
importance of that we need to preserve the living shoreline. And I think that is all that I needed to say.

But I will say, last week I went to I think it was three or four of the graduations at the Vocational School and I have
to say cach one that I attend it’s so heartwarming to see because you see the smiles of these students. I know
Commissioner Sadeghi was at some of them with me. Just the smiles on these young people that come up that are just
so happy and they’re just proud of themselves and of course the family and friends that are in the audience. And on
Friday, I guess, it was Friday that we went to the one that was the accelerated program for the Vocational School and
what that is these are people that are adults and they do a program within one year. That’s 900 hours that they give in
one year. Usually it’s done in two years — 450 hours for each year. But they did it and it’s just amazing. There were |
think ten people that graduated in the construction field. I think it was ten — were already hired by Michael J. Wright’s

company. So you have many people that are graduating from our Vocational School. They are all graduating with
certificates in their fields. So when they finish they can go and get a job. They have all the certificates that are
necessary for them to go to the jobs that they had studied for and worked for.

But the accelerated program, these are individuals that work and then they end up going to school. And it’s a year-
long program — 900 hours of going to school is what they’re doing — and it’s just a great opportunity. 'm very happy
that I’'m able to go to these graduations. And we have one more which is the Licensed Practical Nursing which is on
the 28th (June). And that one is always very, very nice and [ am also looking forward to it. Thank you.”

COMMISSIONER CREA: "Thank you. And Deputy Director Quinn.”

DEPUTY DIRECTOR QUINN: "I apologize | wasn’t at the graduations, but I do want to thank each of you here
today, you know, Steve, Karen, Mike and of course Dan because the Vocational Schools like Ginny said really fill a
tremendous void in this county for students that don’t want to go to a four-year college. There’s a lot of kids out there
that whether they’re not really college bound because of their own choice or whether they can’t afford it. The
Vocational Schools really fill such a void and are able to bring people into the trades.

I do have a college degree. I ended up with a college degree that I never used in my entire lifetime, but I ended up in
the trades and you can certainly earn a very good living. And the training that they’re getting from the schools is
second to none in the State of New Jersey. So I thank each and every one of you for all you do — the rest of the board,
the teachers. I know Ginny’s been a tremendous advocate working forward. Frank I know has gotten involved this
year in trying to move programs forward. But it is really something that has to be put out there and more well known
to people because it’s a great opportunity for young boys and girls to get an education, to learn a trade, and not come
out of school with $150,000.00 - $200,000.00 worth of debt. So thank you to each and every one of you. Thanks for
coming today. Michael, best of luck. Of course, you’re a Lacey (Township) guy so I can’t say enough about that.
Thank you.”

COMMISSIONER CREA: "Thank you.”

COMMISSIONER KELLY: "It just should be pointed out that many of the people that go to the Vo-Tech programs
also go to college. In fact, we have agreements with the colleges that they receive college credits while going to the
Vo-Tech programs. We started that years ago. So many of the people in the Vo-Tech also attend county college.”

COMMISSIONER HAINES: "Yes, that is true.”

COMMISSIONER CREA: "Okay. And for myself, just as a notice for anyone, the next meeting will not be held on
Wednesday. . .originally scheduled for Wednesday, July 3, 2024 will be held on Tuesday, July 2, 2024 at 4:00 PM in
this room.

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Chapter 1 History, Mission and Purpose

History

The County of Ocean has struggled over many decades to establish a Firearms Training Facility
that sworn personnel could utilize for various mandated training requirements. The Ocean County
Board of Commissioners also recognized this increasing demand in training requirements
mandated by the New Jersey Attorney General, New Jersey Division of Criminal Justice, Police
Training Commission and Law Enforcement Agencies. '

In December of 2023, the Board of Commissioners approved the purchase of an already
established retail business situated on a little over 23 acres of property. The location offered a
25,000 sq. ft. main building along with two 25-yard indoor ranges, a 150-yard outdoor range and
other outer buildings. The facility, allows for the various training activities that Law Enforcement
Officers are required to accomplish.

Mission and Purpose

The Mission of the Qcean County Firearms Training Facility is to ensure that all Law Eriforcement
Agencies, Law Enforcement Officers and Police Recruits have a safe and secure inclusive facility
to properly educate and train officers in the use of various firearms including Non- Lethal devices,
defensive tactics and other related training classes which better serve the citizens of the State of New
Jersey and Ocean County.

Chapter 2 Organizational Information

A: AUTHORIZED PERSONNEL

Facility Range Master FRM): s a certified Fireanms Instructor, responsible to all personnel
who utilize the ranges, and has responsibility for all Supervising Firearms Instructots, Firearms
Instructors, trainees, sworn or civilian personnel, and for the efficient and safe operation of the

* ranges. This position will have full charge of the facility and will supervise conduct on the
Sacility grounds. The FRM is responsible for range safety and for enforcing all rules, Is
responsible for all items outlined as a SFI'and FI.

Supervising Firearms Instructor (SFI): Is a certified Firearms Instructor who is designated

by their agency to conduct firearms training, Each Law Enforcement Agency (LEA) shall designate
a SFI and notify the Facility Range Master who is designated as such for each training day. When
multiple agencies are conducting training on the outdoor or indoor ranges the SFI will
communicate and coordinate their activities jointly so that all shooters are safe and follow the range
rules. Is responsible for all items outlined as a FI.

Firearms Instructor (FI): Is a certified Firearms Instructor who has been designated by their
agency to conduct firearms training, Each Firearms Instructor (FI) are charged with the -
responsibility for the safety and discipline of range shooters in the sector of the range to which they
have been assigned. It is the duty of the FI's to be completely familiar with the standard policies,
procedures and safety rules of this facility. The FI shall comply with all instructions issued by the
Facility Range Master and assigned Supervising Firearms Instructor. FI’s must be constantly alert,
impartial and courteous though firm.

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Chapter 3 Rules and Regulations for Use of Facility

The Ocean County Firearms Training Facility has established this safety plan to ensure the safety
of those individuals who use or visit the facility and for the safety of those outside of the facility.
This plan is to be updated and improved as conditions necessitate.

Preventing incidents from occurring is the top priority for all trainees, instructors, and facility
personnel. The County of Ocean requires the complete compliance and coordination of this safety
plan, rules and regulations. All personnel must be educated, trained, and supervised on the facility
rules, which shall be strictly enforced. The Cardinal Rules of Firearm Safety shall be posted on
each range and throughout designated areas of the facility. All Law Enforcement Agencies and
others that utilize the Ocean County Firearms Training Facility shall ensure that an
Indemnification Form, current Facility Use Agreement/Hold Hatmless, and current Certificate of
Insurance from the municipality is completed and veérified by their lead Instructor before they can
utilize the ranges or other assets of the facility.

if the Facility Range Master is not physically at the Ocean County Firearms Training Facility and
there are multiple Law Enforcement agencies on the range, the Supervising Firearms Instructor
designated on each range by that agency shall coordinate and communicate with the other
Supervising Firearms Instructors.on the other ranges to ensure safety and coordination of teaining
activities during their use of the facility.

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B: FACILITY RESERVATIONS AND SCHEDULING

1. All Ocean County Firearms Training Facility reservations must be requested and approved
by the Sheriff or the Sheriff's designee.
