AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING THE SUM OF $1,000,000
FROM THE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT FUND FOR THE
ACQUISITION OF TITLE, RIGHTS-OF-WAY AND/OR
EASEMENTS OF CERTAIN PARCELS OF LAND (OR PARTS
THEREOF) FOR ROAD AND/OR BRIDGE IMPROVEMENTS
ALONG COUNTY ROADS, ALL IN THE COUNTY OF
OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY

WHEREAS, the Board of Chosen Frecholders of the County of Ocean recognizes the need for
the acquisition of title, rights-of-way and/or easements of certain parcels of laud (or parts thereof) for road
and/or bridge improvements along County roads, all in the County of Ocean, State of New Jersey, in
accordance with plans and specifications on file in the Ocean County Engineering Department, including
all else necessary therefor and incidental thereto; and

WHEREAS, it is in the _best interest of the County that funds be available for this purpose.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the BOARD OF CHOSEN FREEHOLDERS
of the COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY (NOT LESS THAN TWO THIRDS OF ALL
MEMBERS THEREOF AFFIRMATIVELY CONCURRING), as follows:

A. The improvements or purposes described in Section 2 of this bond ordinance are not current
expenses. They are improvements or purposes the County may lawfully undertake as general improvements,
and no part of the cost thereof has been or shall be specially assessed on property benefited thereby.

B. The estimated cost of the improvements and purposes is $8,000,000, consisting of the
$6,800,000 appropriated by this Ordinance and $1,200,000 anticipated to be contributed by Ocean County
College.

C. The average period of usefulness of the improvements for which the obligations authorized by
this Ordinance are to be issued is thirty (30) years.

D. The supplemental debt statement provided for in N.J.8.A, 40A: 2-10 was duly filed in the
Office of the Clerk of the Board of Chosen Freeholders prior to the passage of this Ordinance on first reading,
and a complete executed duplicate of such supplemental debt statement has been filed in the office of the
Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs of the State of
New Jersey, and that such supplemental debt statement shows that the gross debt of the County as defined in
N.J.8.A. 40A: 2-43 is increased by this Ordinance by $6,800,000 and that the obligations authorized by this
Ordinance will be within all debt limitations prescribed by said Local Bond Law,

E. The appropriation of $6,800,000 provided for in Section 2 hereof, when added to the amount of




the County’s bonds or notes for County College purposes outstanding or authorized but not issued at the date
of such appropriation, will not exceed one-half of one percent of the equalized valuation basis of the County as
shown on the County Annual Debt Staterent last filed prior to said. date pursuant to the Local Bond Law.

SECTION 11. In the event the monies set forth above for the purposes are not necessary for said
purposes, then such monies shall be for the completion of any of the other purposes provided for in this
Ordinance,

SECTION 12, The full faith and ¢redit of the County of Ocean shall be pledged to the payment of]
the principal of Iand interest on the bonds and notes authorized by this Ordinance, and as long as any of said
bonds or notes are outstanding, an appropriation shall be included in each annual budget oi' the County
hereafter adopted in an amount sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds or notes maturing
in each year, The obligations shall be direct, unlimited obligations of the County, and the County shall be
obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon al! the taxable real property within the County for the payment of the
obligations and the interest thereon without limitation as to rate or amount.
