The site would also be suitable as a trailhead location with
ample parking for users. The landowner accepted a negotiated offer of $360,000. The
funds for this acquisition would come from an existing Barnegat Branch Trail ordinance.
Ocean County was awarded a $3 million grant to restore the living shoreline restoration
project at Cattus Island County Park. Cattus Island’s shorelines have experienced
significant erosion and retreat. The project will be completed in phases including data
collection and site analysis, development of a comprehensive plan for the two most critical
areas of Page’s Point and Yellowbank. This project will be completed over a three year
timeline.

Mr. Ernst reviewed the items listed on the attached Engineering Department
agenda, which included the Construction of Barnegat Branch Trail Phase IX, Admiral
Avenue to South Main Street and Herflicker Blvd. in Beachwood and South Toms River
Boroughs. The contractor is Compass Construction and the award amount is $641,041.00.
This award is contingent upon NJDOT approval. There were no questions or comments
and all items will be listed on the Board Agenda for the May 15, 2019 Board meeting.

Freeholder Quinn asked Mr. Agiiata if there are any plans to run the trail south of
Barnegat. Mr. Agliata said that preliminary plans and talks have begun regarding the
southern extension.

Ms. Cilento reviewed the Clerk of the Board’s agenda for the Board meeting of
May 15, 2019. There were no questions or comments.

Freeholder Director Haines asked the Board members for comments.

Freeholder Vicari mentioned that Ocean County has 6 Pump Out Boats; more than
any County in the State. These 6 boats cover over 100 miles of County waterways,
assisting boaters and patrolling our waters with the Sheriff's Department boats. The
Freeholder also said that Ocean County has begun preparing for the April 1, 2020 Census
by hiring 2 employees. Census workers will make between $16.00 and $20.00 per hour.
Letters as well as social media will be used for recruiting workers for the Census Bureau.
Freeholder Vicari emphasized the importance of filing accurately. Several Freeholders
discussed various issues related to the Census.
