AN  ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING RENOVATIONS,

REPAIRS AND UPGRADES TO THE 129 HOOPER

AVENUE BUILDING, LOCATED IN TOMS RIVER

TOWNSHIP, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW

JERSEY, AND APPROPRIATING $1,500,000 THEREFOR,

AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $1,425,000 IN

BONDS OR BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES OF THE

COUNTY OF OCEAN TO FINANCE THE SAME.
BEIT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF CHOSEN FREEHOLDERS OF THE COUNTY OF OCEAN, IN
THE STATE OF NEW JERSEY (NOT LESS THAN TWO THIRDS OF ALL MEMBERS THEREQF
AFFIRMATIVELY CONCURRING) AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. The following is hereby authorized to be undertaken by the County of Ocean as
general improvements: renovations, repairs and upgrades to the 129 Hooper Avenue Building, located in Toms
River Township, County of Ocean, State of New Jersey, including, but not limited to, construction, design and
permitting and all else necessary therefor or incidental thereto.

SECTION 2. Itis hereby found, determined and declared that the improvements or purposes, the

estimated cost of the improvements and appropriation therefor, down payment and estimated maximum amount

of bonds or notes authorized are as follows:

SECTION 3. There is hereby appropriated the sum of $1,500,000, including the sum of $75,000
as the down payment, for the improvements or purposes described in Section 1 hereof as required by the Local
Bond Law. The down payment has been made available by virtue of provision in the Capital Improvement
Fund of the County of Ocean in one or more previously adopted budgets.

SECTION 4. There is hereby authorized the issuance of negotiable bonds in an aggregate
principal amount of $1,425,000 to finance part of the cost of the purposes stated in Section 1 hereof. Said
bonds shall bear interest at a rate not exceeding the limit authorized by law, and the maturities, method of salc
and other details thereof shall be determined by subsequent resolutions to be adopted in the manner provided
by law.

SECTION 5. In order to temporarily finance the purposes provided for in Section | hereof, there
is hereby authorized the issuance of bond anticipation notes of said County in an aggregate principal amount of
$1,425.000. Allbond anticipation notes issued hereunder shall mature at such times as may be determined by
the County Coemptroller; provided that no note shall mature later than one year from its date. The bond

anticipation notes shall bear interest at such rate or rates and shall be in such form as may be determined by the




County Comptroller. The County Comptroller shall determine all matters in connection with notes issued
pursuant to this Ordinance, and the County Comptroller's signature upon the notes shall be conclusive evidence
as to alf such determinations. All notes issued hereunder may be renewed from time to time subject to the
provisions of N.J.S.A. 40A;2-8.1. The County Comptroller is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the notes
from time to time at public or private sale and to deliver them to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of
payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from their dates to the date of delivery thereof, The County
Comptroller is directed to report in writing to the Board of Chosen Freeholders at the meeting next succeeding
the date when any sale or delivery of the notes pursuant to this Ordinance is made. Such report must include
the amount, the description, the interest rate and the maturity schedule of the notes sold, the price obtained and
the name of the purchaser.

SECTION 6. The County reasonably expects to commence acquisition and/or construction of the
improvements described in Section 1 hereof, and to advance all or a portion of the costs in respect thereof,
prior to the issuance of bonds or notes hereunder. To the exient such costs are advanced, the County further
reasonably expects to reimburse such expenditures from the proceeds of the bonds or notes authorized by this
bond ordinance, in an aggregate amount not to ¢xcecd the amount of bonds or notes authorized in Section 2
hercof. This bond ordinance is intended to be a declaration of official intent under Treasury Regutlation
Sectien 1.150-2.

SECTION 7. Any grant monies received for the purposes described in Section | hereof, shall be
applied either to direct payment of the cost of the improvements ot to payment of the obligations issued
pursuant to this bond ordinance. The amount of obligations authorized but not issued hercunder shall be
reduced to the extent that such funds are so used.

SECTION 8. The amount of the proceeds of the obligations authorized by this Ordinance which
may be used for the payment of interest on such obligations, architects’ fees, accounting, engineering and
inspection costs, legal expenses, and other items as provided in N.J.S. A. 40A:2-20 shall not exceed the sum of
$1,000,000.

SECTION 9. The Capital Budget of the County of Occan is hercby amended to conform with the
provisions of this Ordinance te¢ the extent of any inconsistency herewith. In the event of any such
inconsistency and amendment, the resolution in the form promulgated by the Local Finance Board showing full
detail of the amended Capital Budget and Capital Program as approved by the Director of the Diivision of Local
Government Services is on file with the Clerk of the Board of Chosen I'recholders and is available there for
public inspection.

SECTION 10. It is hereby found, determined and declared as follows:

A. The improvements or purposes described in Section 1 of this bond ordinance are not current

expenses. They are improvements or purposcs the County may lawfully undertake as general improvements,




and no part of the cost thereof has been or shall be specially assessed on property benefitted thereby.

B. The average period of uscfulness of the improvements for which the obligations authorized by
this Ordinance are to be issued is fifteen (15) years.

C. The supplemental debt statement provided for in N.J.S.A. 40A:2-10 was duly filed in the
Office of the Clerk of the Board of Chosen Freeholders prior to the passage of this Ordinance on first reading,
and a complete executed duplicate of such supplemental debt statement has been filed in the office of the
Dircctor of the Divisien of Local Government Services in the Department of Community AfTairs of the State of]
New Jersey, and such supplemental debt statement shows that the gross debt of the County as defined in
N.J.S.A. 40A:2-43 is increased by this Ordinance by $1,425,000 and the cbligations authorized by this
Ordinance will be within all debt limitations prescribed by said Local Bond Law.

SECTTION 11. In the event the menies set forth above for any purpose is not necessary for said
purposes, then such monics shall be for the completion of any of the other purposes provided for in this
Ordinance.

SECTION 12. The full faith and credit of the County of Ocean shall be pledged te the payment of]|
the principal of and interest on the bonds and notes authorized by this Ordinance, and as long as any of said
bonds or notes are outstanding, an appropriation shall be included in each annual budget of the County
hereafter adopted in an amount sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds or notes maturing
in each year. The obligations shall be direct, unlimited obligations of the County, and the County shali be
obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon ali the taxable real property within the County for the payment of the
obligations and the interest thercon without limitation as to rate or amount.

SECTION 13. After passage upon first reading of this Ordinance, the Clerk of the Board of
Chosen Frecholders is hereby directed to publish the full text of the Ordinance, together with the notice set
forth below entitled: "NOTICE OF PENDING ORDINANCE" (with appropriate completions, insertions and
corrections), at least once in a newspaper qualified under N.J.S.A. 40A:2-19, at least seven days prior fo the
date set for public hearing and further consideration for final passage (which date shall be at least ten days after
introduction and first reading). The Clerk of the Board of Chosen Freeholders is further directed to comply
with al] provisions of N.J.S.A. 40A:2-17(b) regarding postings, publications, and the provision of copies of this
Ordinance.

SECTION 14. After final adoption of this Ordinance by the Board of Chosen Freeholders, the
Clerk of the Board of Chosen Freeholders is hereby directed to publish the full text of this Ordinance, as finally
adopted, together with the notice set forth below entitled: "NOTICE OF ADOPTION OF ORDINANCE"
(with appropriate completions, insertions and corrections), at least once in a newspaper qualified under
N.JS.A 40A:2-19.

SECTION 15. The Board of Chosen Frecholders of the County hereby covenants on behalf of the




County to take any action necessary or refrain from taking such action in order to preserve the tax-exempt
status of the bonds and notes authorized hereunder as is or may be required under the Internal Revenue Code
of 1986, as amended, and the regulations promulgated thereunder {the "Code™), including compliance with the
Code with regard to the use, expenditure, investment, timely reporting and rebate of investment earnings as
may be required thereunder.

Freeholder Director Gerry P. Little opened the meeting at 4:00 PM and read the
Statement of Compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act. The Deputy Clerk of the
Board called the roll.

Freeholder Director Little opened the meeting by introducing Michael J. Fiure,
Assistant County Administrator, to discuss the current County energy improvement
projects. Director Little commended Mr. Fiure on doing an excellent job as Assistant
Administrator.

Freeholder Vicari spoke about the pilot energy project occurring in the downtown
County buildings. The BPU is collaborating with the County to implement a new energy
savings program.
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Mr, Fiure updated the Board on the energy savings plan and stated that the
actual work is starting on the combined heat and power plant. The following is a brief
synopsis of the plan’s status, along with information on several other energy related
projects the County completed outside of the plan:

L. Energy Savings Improvement Plan

A. Combined Heat & Power (CHP)
The Combined Heat & Power Project includes the installation of a 600 kW natural gas
fueled engine that converts natural gas into electricity, which will power the entire
Ocean County Judicial Complex including the Judicial Complex (164,000 sq ft), Jail
(168,000 sq ft) and East/West Wings (108,800 sq ft). Waste heat will be utilized for
space heating, cooling, and hot water. The project is anticipated to generate 4,777,872
kWh of electricity annually and is estimated to recover 13,259 MMBtus in waste heat
annually operating at over 70% efficiency. The system is anticipated to save an
average of $383,150.00 in annual energy costs.

The County awarded the purchase of the equipment in November of 2017. Mr.
Fiure stated that we anticipate delivery this summer. Currently, the contractor is
preparing the site for installation and installing all necessary in-building piping and
connections. With incentives of $1,100,000.00, the project has a 7.97 year payback.
The consolidation of the exterior electric service, which will require the removal of the
existing concrete from the plaza at the Justice Complex will begin in approximately 30
days. Access to the Justice Complex and Jail will be affected by the work. The
contractor, along with County professionals and township inspectors, has developed a
phasing plan to allow for the continued access to these facilities.
The County has applied for the first incentive for the CHP. Upon receipt and payment
of the equipment, the County will receive $330,000.00 of a total of $1,100,000.00 in
incentives from the New Jersey BPU.

B. Justice Complex Combined Heat and Power and Chillers
New Chillers and related equipment are currently being installed in the Justice Complex.
A temporary chiller is operational. The County anticipates this phase of the ESIP to be
completed by November of 2018.

C. HVAC Upgrades and Energy Management System
Bids were received May 8, for the upgrades to the HVAC systems and the installation of
new energy management systems which will allow for a more efficient and cost
effective way to control our heating and cooling units.

D. DCO Energy
Qur consultant DCO Energy is in the process of developing the remaining bid packages
for items including lighting replacement, boiler replacement, Air Handiing/Roof Top Unit
Replacement, Domestic Hot Water Heater Upgrades and Commiissioning. We anticipate
the remaining bids to be published within the next several months.
Overall, when complete, the County anticipates approximately $955,000.00 in savings
annually, which will be used to pay for the cost of construction.
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II. Miscellaneous Energy Related Projects

A. Natural Gas Service Reverse Auction
The County held an online reverse auction for its Natural Gas Supply on
April 26t We solicited both Commodity and Basis pricing. Commodity pricing is the
cost of the natural gas. Basis pricing is the difference in the supply and demand
situation between New Jersey and Henry Hub which is a main distribution hub on the
nation’s natural gas pipeline system located in Erath, Louisiana.
Our last contract only fixed the commodity pricing. However, due to a favorable
market, our consultant recommended we bid for both prices.
The projected New Jersey Natural Gas estimated price to compare for commodity and
basis was $4.20000. The low bid from South Jersey Energy fixed for an 18 month term
is $4.13999, a savings of $0.06001 per dekatherm. The County elected to award an 18
month contract to coincide with the operation of the CHP. The CHP will use Natural Gas
and convert to electric which will increase the amount of Natural Gas consumed by the
County. This could potentially result in lower prices

B. East Wing Boiler Replacement
In October of 2017, the County completed the installation of a new high efficiency
boiler in the East Wing. The existing boiler reached its end of life and needed
replacement. Unfortunately, we could not wait to include this in the ESIP. However,
we were still able to qualify for a rebate of $17,600.00 from the New Jersey Office of
Clean Energy. The County received the check in January of 2018.

C. Energy Bill Audit
At the end of 2017, the County confracted with T&M Associates to perform an audit of
all gas and electric bills. The audits of 123 electric accounts and 82 natural gas
accounts resulted in a cost savings of approximately $8,783.00. While this is not a
large amount of savings, it demonstrates that the County is vigilant in ensuring that we
properly monitor our utility billings.

Freeholder Vicari mentioned that in house repairs are in the County’s best
interest, and that these repairs are extremely necessary. Many buildings are over forty
years old, and have had minimal updates.

Anthony Agliata, the County Planning Director spoke about the recommended
acquisition of a 20-acre parcel of property (Blk 394 Lots 71.01, 116 and 188), located
on the North Bay Avenue Extension in Toms River. Freeholder Bartlett proudly stated
that the County has purchased all the Natural Lands property adjacent to Ocean County
College, totaling 1,000 County acres owned.

The next parcel recommended for acquisition is located in Berkeley Island near
the newly renovated park. Itis 3.62 acres located at Block 1666 Lot 27 in Berkeley
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Township and was purchased for $26,00.00. The County wiil be reaching out to the
owners of the adjacent properties to see if they would like to sell.

The last parcel of land recommended for acquisition is called the Stitcher
Donation located at Block 35, Lot 6.01 in Ocean Township. It is a very small .34 acre
parcel in Waretown attached to Wells Mills Park. All three parcels were recommended
by the Natural Lands Trust Fund Advisory Committee for acquisition.

Mr. Ernst reviewed the items listed on the attached Engineering Department
agenda, which included awarding the contract for Reconstruction and Resurfacing of
Portions of Certain County Roads, Contract 2017D to Black Rock Enterprises, LLC for
$3,209,348.23. The roads to be surfaced are Hawkin Road, Monmouth Road and Route
528 in Plumsted, Bridge Avenue and Route 88 near the Lovelandtown Bridge in Point
Pleasant Boro, and Beaver Dam Road to Bridge Avenue in Point Pleasant Boro as well.
There were no additional questions or comments and all items will be listed on the Board
Agenda for the May 16, 2018 Board meeting. Freeholder Vicari discussed his concerns
with the large amount of potholes in the area and especially on Route 37 in Toms River.
John Ernst mentioned that he will contact NJDOT to express his concerns and ask for
timely repairs.

Ms. Vasil reviewed the Clerk of the Board's Agenda for the Board meeting of May
16, 2018. There were no questions or comments.

Freeholder Director Little asked the Board members for comments.

There were no additional comments.

Ms. Vasil read the resolution to move to closed session.

On a motion by Freeholder Kelly, seconded by Freeholder Haines, the meeting
moved to Closed Session at 4:36 PM for personnel discussion, appointments,
reappointments, property acquisition and possible litigation. The motion was unanimously
carried.

The meeting returned to Open Session at 4:54pm. There being no further

business, on a motion by Freeholder Kelly, seconded by Freeholder Director Little, the
meeting adjourned at 4:54pm.
