WHEREAS, one in four women will experience domestic violence during her
lifetime. Additionally, every year, one in three women who 1s a victim of homicide is
murdered by her current or former partner; and

WHEREAS, although women are the most common victims of domestic
violence, the crime also touches children, the elderly and men; and

WHEREAS, the crime of domestic violence affects an individual’s privacy,
dignity, security and humanity due to the systematic use of physical, emotional, sexual,
psychological and economic control or abuse; and

WHEREAS, domestic violence is the leading cause of injury to women between
the ages of 15 and 44 in the United States, more than car accidents, muggings and rapes
combined; and

WHEREAS, there are strict laws intended to hold domestic abusers accountable
for their vile conduct by bringing them to justice, but in many cases the current laws do
not go far enough in protecting the victims of domestic abuse; and

WHEREAS, Assemblyman Ron Dancer has sponsored Assembly Bill 315 which
would create a four-year pilot program in Ocean County. Under the terms of this bill,
defendants who are convicted of violating restraining orders, who are then ordered to
wear tracking devices as a condition of release, would risk three to five more years in
prison and fines as high as $15,000 for tampering, vandalizing or removing them; and

WHEREAS, this bill inspired by Litizia “Lisa” Zindell of Toms River, a social
worker for the New Jersey Division of Youth and Family Services who in 2009 was
strangled to death by her ex-fiancee, would allow law enforcement to take advantage of
all available technology to make sure violent offenders cannot repeat their crimes.

Mr. Ernst reviewed the items listed on the attached Engineering Department agenda.
There were no questions or comments, and all items will be listed on the agenda for the

Freeholder Bartlett reviewed with the Board a Natural Lands Trust Fund (NLTF)
acquisition recommended by the NLTF Advisory Committee located in Plumsted Township (110
acres) which adjoins property already owned by the County and is located near the Joint Base.

The acquisition is eligible for 50 percent Department of Defense funding; however, it has not
yet been approved for funding. The Freeholder stated that the asking price was $550,000 and
the negotiated price is $450,000 which is within the appraisals done for the property.
Freeholder Bartlett noted that a small portion of the site (.22 acres) is located in Burlington
County. The Planning Department proposed that the County donate that small portion of an
acre to New Hanover Township with a management agreement for Ocean County to maintain
the property rather than seek a complicated joint acquisition of the property. Anthony Agliata,
Assistant Planning Director noted that it is such a small piece that it would be better to give it
to the town and not Burlington County. Freeholder Bartlett stated that the property is all
wooded with 50 percent of it wetlands. This will be listed for acquisition at the Board meeting
of September 7, 2016.

Ms. Vasil reviewed the Clerk of the Board’s agenda for the Board meeting of September
7, 2016. There were no questions or comments.

Director Kelly asked the Board members for comments.
There were no comments from the Board members.
Director Kelly asked the Administrator if he had any comments for the Board.

Administrator Block advised the Board that the Governor announced Ocean County is
eligible for an additional $10 million in FEMA money from Superstorm Sandy. The
Administrator stated that it is reimbursement for the 10 percent the County had to pay and the
10 percent towns paid. The Administrator noted that the total for ail the participating
municipalities was $9.3 million and the debris removal for the County was approximately
$300,000. Administrator Block stated that the County did the paperwork for the towns and
submitted it for reimbursement. It has not been determined yet whether the towns will apply
for the reimbursements or the County has to apply and then reimburse the towns. The
Administrator advised that Julie Tarrant will have to complete an application and the necessary
paperwork which would include all paperwork from the FEMA process. Freeholder Bartlett
stated that the County needs to review all of this carefully before applying. The Administrator
stated that to replicate all of the paperwork is a problem. The State already has the previous
paperwork from prior submissions. Duplicating the boxes and boxes of paperwork would
require a lot of man hours to put together. This is due by October 18, 2016 and the County is
hoping that the paperwork can be submitted electronically or by submitting summaries.
Freeholder Haines noted that this was mentioned at the Governor's press conference she
attended. Director Kelly directed staff to go forward, look into the additional reimbursement
money and submit an application.

There were no additional comments.

Ms. Vasil read the resolution to move to closed session.
