WHEREAS, AFRICAN AMERICAN HISTORY MONTH will be observed
across America and abroad during February 2018; and

WHEREAS, BLACK HISTORY MONTH first originated as part of an initiative
by writer and educator Dr. Carter G. Woodson, who launched “Negro History Week” 1n
1926, Woodson proclaimed that Negro History Week should always occur in the second
week of February - between the birthdays of Frederick Douglass and Abraham Lincoln;
and

WHEREAS, since 1976, every American President has proclaimed February as
Black History Month. Today, other countries such as Canada and the United Kingdom
also devote an entire month to celebrating Black History; and

WHEREAS, the national theme for this year’s observance 1s “African Americans
in Times of War” honoring those brave men and women who served their country in the
armed forces, especially those who made the ultimate sacrifice while defending the
American 1deals of freedom and democracy; and

WHEREAS, during World War I, more than 2.5 million African American men
registered for the draft and one muilion served as draftees or volunteers in every branch of
the armed forces, despite it being a decade prior to the first glimmers of the American
Civil Rights Movement and being assigned to segregated combat groups; and

WHEREFEAS, more than 12,000 of these bravé men who served 1n the 92 Division

recelved citations or were decorated for “extraordinary herotsm” on the battlefield; and

| WHEREAS, the Tuskegee Airmen became legendary and heralded for their
heroic feats as the first African American men to fly fighter and bomber aircralt, never
allowing encmy highters to shoot down any US bombers they escorted on missions.

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ORDINANCE #2018-1

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE REHABILITATION AND

REPAIR OF VARIOUS BRIDGES, IN THE COUNTY OF OCEAN,

STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AND APPROPRIATING $2,000,000

THEREFOR AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $1,900,000

IN BONDS OR BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES OF THE COUNTY

O OCEAN TO FINANCE THE SAME.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF CHOSEN FREEHOLDERS OF THE COUNTY OF OCEAN,
STATE OF NEW JERSEY (NOT LESS THAN TwWQ THIRDS OF ALL MEMBERS THEREOF
AFFIRMATIVELY CONCURRING), AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. There is hereby authorized to be undertaken by the County of Ocean as general
improvements, the rehabilitation and repair of various bridges, including ongoing asset management to address
necded repairs and replacements, all located in the County of Ocean, State of New Jersey, in accordance with
plans and specifications on file in the Ocean County Engineering Department, including all else necessary
therefor and incidental thergto.

SECTION 2. It is hereby found, determined and declared that the improvements or purposes, the

estimated cost of the improvements and appropriation therefor, down payment and estimated maximum amount

of bonds or notes authorized are as follows:

SECTION 3. There is hereby appropriated the sum of $2,000,000, including the sum of $100,000
as the down payment, for the improvements or purposes described in Section 1 hereof as required by the Local
Bond Law. The down payment has been made available by virtuc of provision in the Capital Improvement
Fund of the County of Ocean in one or more previously adopted budgets.

SECTION 4. There is hereby authorized the issuance of negotiable bonds in an aggregate
principal amount of $1,900,000 tc finance part of the cost of the purposes stated in Section 1 hereof, Said
bonds shall bear interest at a rate not exceeding the limit authorized by law, and the maturities, method of sale
and other details thereof shall be determined by subsequent resolutions to be adopted in the manner provided
by law.

SECTION 5. In order to temporarily finance the purposes provided for in Section 1 hereof, there
is hereby authorized the issuance of bond anticipation notes of said County in an aggregate principal amount of]
$1,900,000. All bond anticipation notes issued hereunder shall mature at such times as may be determined by
the County Comptroller; provided that no note shall mature laler than one year from its date. The bond

anticipation notes shall bear interest at such rate cor rates and shall be in such form as may be determined by the




County Comptroller. The County Comptroller shall determine all matters in connection with notes issued
pursuant to this Ordinance, and the County Comptroller's signature upon the notes shall be conclusive evidence
as to all such determinations. All noles issued hereunder may be renewed from time to time subject to the
provisions of N.J.S.A. 40A:2-8.1. The County Comptroller is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the notes
from time to time at public or private sale and to deliver them to the purchascrs thereof upen receipt of
payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from their dates to the date of delivery thereof. The County
Comptroller is directed to report in writing to the Board of Chosen Freeholders at the meeting next succeeding
the date when any sale or delivery of the notes pursuant to this Ordinance is made. Such report must include
the amount, the description, the interest ratc and the maturity schedule of the notes scld, the price obtained and
the name of the purchaser.

SECTION 6. The County reasonably expects to commence acquisition and/or construction of the
improvements described in Scction 1 hereof, and tc advance all or a portion of the costs in respect thereof,
prior to the issuance of bonds or notes hereunder. To the extent such costs are advanced, the County further
reasonably expects 1o reimburse such expenditures from the proceeds of the bonds or notes authorized by this
bond ordinance, in an aggregate amount not to exceed the amount of bonds or notes authorized in Section 2
hereof. This bond ordinance is intended to be a declaration of official intent under Treasury Regulation
Section 1.150-2.

SECTION 7. Any grant monigs received for the purposes described in Section | hereof, shall be
applied either to direct payment of the cost of the improvements or to payment of the obligations issued
pursuant to this bond ordinance. The amount of obligations authorized but not issued hereunder shall be
reduced to the extent that such funds are so used.

SECTION &. The amount of the procceds of the obligations authorized by this Ordinance which
may be used for the payment of interest on such obligations, architcets’ fees, accounting, engineering and
inspection costs, legal expenses, and other items as provided in N.J.S.A. 40A:2-20 shall not exceed the sum of]
$750,000.

SECTION 9. The Capital Budget of the County of Ocean is hereby amended 1o conform with the
provisions of this Ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith. In the event of any such
inconsistency and amendment, the resolution in the form promulgated by the Local Finance Board showing full
detail of the amended Capital Budget and Capital Program as approved by the Director of the Division of Local
Government Services is on file with the Clerk of the Board of Chosen Freeholders and is available there for
public inspection.

SECTION 10. It is hereby found, determined and declared as follows:

A. The improvements or purposes described in Section 1 of this bond ordinance are not current

expenses, They are improvements or purposes the County may lawfully undertake as general improvements,




and no part of the cost thereof has been or shall be specially assessed on property benefitted thereby.

B. The average period of usefulness of the improvements for which the obligations authorized by
this Ordinance are to be issued is fifteen (15) vears,

C. The supplemental debt statement provided for in N.J.S.A. 40A:2-10 was duly filed in the
Office of the Clerk of the Board of Chosen Freeholders prior o the passage of this Ordinance on first reading,
and a complete executed duplicate of such supplemental debt statement has been filed in the office of the
Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs of the State of]
New Jersey, and such supplemental debt statement shows that the gross debt of the County as defined in
N.J.S.A. 40A:2-43 is increased by this Ordinance by $1,900,000 and the obligations authorized by this
Ordinance will be within all debt limitations prescribed by said Local Bond Law.

SECTION 11. In the event the monies set forth above for any purpose is not necessary for said
purposes, then such monies shall be for the completion of any of the other purposes provided for in this
Ordinance.

SECTION 12. The full faith and credit of the County of Ocean shall be pledged to the payment of
the principal of and interest on the bonds and notes authorized by this Ordinance, and as long as any of said
bonds or notes are outstanding, an appropriation shall be included in each annual budget of the County
hereafter adopted in an amount sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds or notes maturing
in each year. The obligations shall be direct, unlimited obligations of the County, and the County shall be
obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all the taxable real property within the County for the payment of the
obligations and the interest thercon without limitation as to rate or amount.

WHEREAS, recent public media accounts have indicated that the Governor of
the State of New Jersey, some State Legislators and other officials will move to legalize
recreational marjjuana use within the Governor’s first 100 days of office; and

WHERFAS, only cight states and the District of Columbia have legalized
recreational marjuana; and

WHERFEAS, Attorney General Jeff Sessions has roiled back an Obama-era policy
that allowed “legal” marijuana without Federal intervention and has etfectively unlcashed
Federal prosceutors to crack down on marijuana-related offenses; and

WHEREAS, a recent poll taken by Fairleigh Dickinson University found that 58
percent of those polled believe the State should not legalize marijuana for recreational
use, highlighting a trend which shows support for legalization declining in recent years;
and

WHEREAS, Colorado, one ol the states that has legalized recreational martjuana,
has seen an increase in documented traffic deaths involving drivers that had used
marijuana as well as increased use in 1eens aged 12 to 17 that is 749% above the national
average; and

WHEREAS, recreational marijuana is specifically designed to have as much THC
as possible; and

WHEREAS, THC is known to impair physical function in the user, including
reaction time while operating a vehicle and the user’s ability to perceive danger; and

WHERFAS, New Jersey utilizes Drug Recognition Experts, “DRE” Experts, to
determine whether someone is under the influence of a drug when opcrating a motor
vehicle; and




WHEREAS, New Jersey has a standard established for Driving While Intoxicated,
.08%, howcver, since marjjuana THC 1s known to stay in a person’s system for up to 30
days, there 1s no current test or standard established for operating a motor vehicle under
the mtluence of maryuana, making enforcement difheult; and

Freeholder Kelly stated that we
brought this to this Board before bringing it to the four municipalities to provide them with what
we are considering.

Director Vicari stated that a major road next to Route 9 is Hooper Avenue and noted that
every day from 4 to 6 there is no way to pass going north or south. The Director stated that
there must be something that can be done; Hooper Avenue is a major hub. Mr. Ernst stated
that improvements across intersections along Hooper Avenue are included in the study.
Director Vicari stated traffic needs to be addressed. The Director recommended that the study
be put on the County’s website.
